New York, May 12—Except for a 
bear drive which enlivened trading for 
a time in the early afternoon the stock 
market was lifelesss. Business in the 
first hour, for the most part active 
amounted to only 32,000 shares, which 
gave promise of the smallest day : 
trading of the year, but in half at 
hour’s active selling later in the sesatoi 
the total was increased largely. A1 
though a majority of the leJadini 
stocks sustained only, fractional lossc 
nearly a score of new low records fo 
the year were established and issue: 
affected by particular influences wen. 
down by substantial amounts.

There was further pressure a gains, 
the coalers, following the recent Wash­
ington speech that further action would 
be taken under the anti-trust law 
against coal-carrying companies. Jer­
sey Central, which fell 24 points to 
296, was the weakest of these issues. 
The sugar stocks were heavy, selling 
apparently by reports regarding the 
probable action on the sugar schedule 
in the new tariff bill. A number of 
the specialities fell from 1 to B points. 
Bear traders attempted to force down 
the «trength of the unexpectedly poor 
showing made by them on Thursday. 
The indication of a falling off in the 
steel trade contained in the tonnage 
figures was supplemented by reports 
of decreasing activity in other lines of 
business. The spread of labor troubles 
was cited as another hear factor. Al­
though speculative sentiment was de­
pressed, no determined effort was made 
to force down the list while a chance
remained that the supreme court 

might today hand down a decision in 
the Minnesota rate case. When word 
oame from Washington that the court 
had adjourned for two weeks without 
announcing a decision in any of the 
cases of special interest to Wall street, 
bear traders felt more secure in at­
tacking the list. /

MONTREAL MARKET
Montreal, May 12. — Local stocks 

displayed no inclination to work out of 
their rut with the beginning of the 
new week; business continued little 
more than onminal and the course of 
prices—if “course” is applicable to a 
market virtually at a standstill— re­
mained as aimless and uncertain as 
the closing days last week.

With London closed and New York 
backing and filling in a now familiar 
style, there was no outside influence to 
inject any new implse into the market. 
Despite the slight easing in the domes­
tic money situation within the last 
week, money remained a nega-ttive 
rather than a positivt factor. Financ­
ing a market as narrow as that exist­
ing at the moment creates no new de­
mands for funds and brokers are fairly 
well supplied on current requirements. 
There is, however, no disposition to put 
the situation to what would probably 
prove a disastrous test by offering an 
encouragement to speculative buying.

C.P.R. which opened 3-4 up at 241 3-4 
and fell back in the afternoon to its 
Saturday level of 241, and Textile 
which declined 3-4 to 88 1-4, showed 
the widest price movements of the 
day, a statement whchi makes further 
reference to the slight movement of 
prices in the rest of the market super­
flous. C.P.R. closed 241 1-4 bid, or 1-8 
lower than on Saturday; Iron eased off 
1-4 to 50 3-4. Richelieu, the most at­
tractive stock of the day, fluctuated 
between 1111-4 and 114 1-2 and closed 
steady at those prices bid and asked 
respectively.

Prefered stocks were in . fair demand 
at unchanged prices. Royal bank 
prices were stronger at 223.

WINNIPEG WHEAT TRADING 
SLOW IT OPENING

Favorable Weather All Over 
Canadian Wheat Belt Has 

Bad Effect on Prices
Winnipeg, May 12.—Liverpool and 

continental grain markets were closed 
for Whitsuntide holidays, consequently 
there were no cables. The home mar­
ket opened unchanged to 1-8 higher, 
with easy tone, wb<le American mar­
kets opened weak, being unchanged to 
-4 lower. The weak opening was at- 
rifouted to favorable weather over the 
vheat belt* of Canada and the States 
nd heavy receipts.
Later there was a fractional ad- 

ance on the strength in corn and oats, 
>ut sagged near the close on some 
ealizing. Winnipeg closed unchanged 
o 1-8 lower on October.
Minneapolis opened unchanged to 

L4 lower, and closed 1-4 lower to 1-8 
to 1-4 higher.

Chicago opened unchanged to 1-8 
lower, and closed 1-8 higher to 1-4 
lower. The cash demand was quiet 
and in face of the heavy receipts of­
ferings were light. Exporters were 
not buyers. Inquiries were slow.

Oats, which have been stagnant for 
some time, were active and sold 3-8 
to’ 5-8c higher, while flax alao shared 
in the improved feeling. American 
oats market 1-2 lower, and Winnipeg 
oat* closed 3-8 to 1-2 up on the op­
tion, and 1-2 to 3-4 higher on cash.

Flax closed unchanged /to 3-8 to 
1-2 higher on the option, and 1-4 up on 
all grades cash.

Receipts were heavy. Inspections 
Were 628 cars, and in sight Monday 
were 695. Receipts for the same dates 
last year were 933 cars.

Deliveries to the clearing house 
were: Wheat, 11,000 bushels; oats, 
48,500 bushels; flax, 35,500 bushels.

This was due to the fact that prices 
for al Hines of beef are still very high 
in comparison with what butchers feel 
they are able to pay.

There were offerings of many good 
fat cattle, for which firm prices were 
asked:

The good cTemarid for sheep and 
lambs continues and prices are hold­
ing- very firm with an active trade 
passing in the small runs coming for­
ward. On a fair run of hogs the 
prices were 15 per cwt. lower than 
last Wednesday’s. The demand- was 
good and the recie-pts were sold up 
early.

Receipts o fthe calves are decreas­
ing, but as the inquiry is unchanged 
prices are ruling quite steady.

Toronto. May 12—The issuing of 

the Brazilian circular dealing with the 
new price issue was not followed by 
an activity in the common stock, the 
absence of a market in London no 
doubt tending tio cut business to a 
minimum. The stock eased a fraction. 
Elsewhere throughout the list the only 
feature was the stagnation that pre 
vailed. There was a little scattered 
business here but the movements were 
quite devoid of interest. The local 
market was not so lively in the after­
noon. Toronto Rails sold at 143.. but 
was not quoted at the close. Spanish 
River dropped 1 3-4 to 60 1-4, a new 
low for the year, and 12 points under 
it’s top price of the year. It closed 
offered at 60 7-8, with ^xty bid.

To Increase Capitalization
Montreal, May 12.—The board of dir­

ectors of the. national drug and chemi­
cal company have decided to call a 
special general meeting of the chare- 
holders on June 3, to sanction a bylaw 
increasing the capital stock by $2,000,- 
000, divided into 200,000 six per cent, 
cumulative first preference shares of $1 
each, equal to $937, 333, and 10,000 
seven per cent preference shares bf 
$100 each. It is the intention to offer 
the first preference shares in England, 
where all the present first preference 
shares are held, some time In June at 
a price equivalent to 105. The presi­
dent D. W. Bole and the vice presi­
dent and general manager, Mr. C. W. 
Tinilng, have just returned from Eng­
land, where during a stay of one week 
they made all arrangements for the 
placing of the stock In taht country.

The financial report shows net trad­
ing profits of $292,609.88, this figure be­
ing arrived at after all trade expenses 
salaries to directors and officers, inter­
est on bank advances and interest on 
real estate mortgages has been paid 
and provision made for bad debts.

Seven years ago last night, with the 
rain pelting down in exactly the same 
manner as it was yesterday, and un­
der the same cloudy skies and threat­
ening weather, Calgary’s contingent of 
Royal North West Mount el Policemen 
enlisted to aid the British Columbia 
authorities in tracking down and ar­
resting “Bill” Miner, the notorious 
train robber, who held up and robbed 
the Imperial Limited near Ducks, B. 
C., started out On their ride thr ugh 
the mountains, from Kamloops, B. C.

The Calgary policemen left Kam­
loops at 6.30 in the evening ot May 
12, 1906, and two days later, or, to be 
exact, on May 14, shortly after 1.30 in 
the afternoon, they came across Miner 
and his outlaw companions. A gun 
fight, in which “SXorty” Dunn was 
wounded, and in which Colquohoun 
and several of the policemen had nar­
row escapes, followed, and less than 
half an hour after they had çaugh,t 
up with the rib hers the policemen were 
on their way back to civilization with 
them.

Sergeant Wilson's Story
“It doesn’t seem like seven years ago 

tonight, but that, is just what it was.” 
said Ex-Sergeant J. J.„ Wilson yester­
day in commenting on the anniver­
sary of the arduous- ridé through; the 
rough mountain country whiclj. ended 
in fresh laurels for the mounted police 
and imprisonment for. the train rob­
bers.

“I remember the start we made,” 
continued Wilson. “We had intended 
taking our own. horses from Calgary, 
but that would have- delaÿed us à fpw 
hours, so we just took o‘ur. accoutre­
ments and saddles and travelled as;fiist 
as a special- > train: ;COÛ-ld. take Vis.-/toT 
K9.mlp0.ps. Horses were waiting-for. 
us there, but they were all green 
bronchos, and when we saddled up 
we had a real wiki west exhibition- 
for about fifteen minutes, Horses were 
standing straight tip in the air; slip­
ping or bucking all ove'r the plade, 
or else crashing through fhe fence of 
the corral and endeavoring in every 
possible way to unseat their riders. I 
suppose, it made.a ^riiow for tfoe-
crowd, but we were aiixibus 'to' get

started, for we were then three days 
behind the robber*. Finally we got 
away ,-and I don’t think any of the 
men on that ride will ever forget iL 
The country was new to us. It was 
in pant of the wildest of the British 
Columbia mountain coufn-try, and we 
were out after men who had proven 
that they Would take desperate 
chances and were afraid of nothing. 
It was lucky for us that we surprised 
them. They had ridden hard and 
thought they were safe from pursuit 
for awhile, but we had pushed our 
horses to the limit and caught up with 
them when they were taking a day­
light nap after dinner. We crept up 
and had them covered, but they put up 
an attempt at fighting. That was 
how Dunn came to be wounded.”

According to the sergeant the horses 
of both the robbers and the -policemen 
were done up before the return journey 
began. “We couldn’t get a trot out 
of them,” he said. “They Just stum­
bled along and the men were as bad 
as the horses. I think it was only 
the excitement that kept us going, and 
When we finally reached a house the 
men judt tumbled out of the saddles, 
turned the horses and prisoners over 
to another party, and then slept on the 
bard floor. Some of them were asleep 
before we got anything to eat, for we 
had ridden, hard over rough country, 
without ^topping to eat or sleep, ex­
cept whàt eating ànd sleeping we got 
on horseback, -and they were all in. 
It was one of the hardest jobs we ever 
tackled, and good luck played more 
than, a little in our making such an 
early capture and without any loss of 
life. tl was only because Miner and 
his companions thought that pursuit 
was miles behind them that we caught 
them napping. If we had ridden up 
when they were awake some of us 
would never have copie back, for they 
were all dead shots and willing to take 
any sort of a chance to get away.”..

Although Wilson refused to. talk of 
his share in the proceedings, the offi­
cial annals of the mounted police show 
that he and his men took up a cold 
trail a week or more after the robbery, 
and outrode and outfigured the clever­
est train robber on the Amelcan con­
tinent.

Ancient Criminal History
The trail of the bandits, their sub­

sequent sentence to Imprisonment for 
life, followed by 78 year old Bill 
Miner’s sensational escape from the 
penitentiary' at New Westminster and 
his capture again some 1 years later 
after he had " held up and robbed a 
train in Georgia, are. now matters of 
ancient history. Miner is now serving 
a life sèntence in ; Georgia, but the 
mountain people among whom he made 
his home in British Columbia, and to 
whom he posed as a prospector, still 
talk in tones of the highest admira­
tion for the white haired -old man who 
was in the habi-'t of bringing candies 
from town for the children and keep­
ing them all supplied with pocket 
money.

“They weer all with [Miner and has 
companions,” said Wilson yesterday, 
“and had the weather been better and 
opr party had not been supplemented 
by a posse of British Columbia pro­
vincial police, a rescue would have 
beeh attempted. We were warned of 
one, but the strength., of the guard 
made those behind <he schema lose 
their nerve. A*s ft was, we weren’t 

[."feeling quite happy until we got the 
prisoner» behind the bars at Kam­
loops. Even then there was danger 
of them getting afvay," and they would 
have had all the outside assistance 
they wanted çinçe, they made the hills 
again, foi* thé people ‘looked upon them 
as heroes more than anything else.”

Sergeant ’Wilson still has the auto­
matic gun presented to him by Miner 
when he , vislfed the ••old .man In the 
penitentiary some.years later, on which 
occasion, the old prisoner grimly re­
marked- that lie was sorry he had abi 
time “to un limber and get the old gat 
into action”' -before the -police surprised 
them. _ .

IN MILITARY MATTERS THE 
KAISER IS SUPREME

Berlin, May 12.—While as to ordlhary 
affairs the Kaiser is subject to the 
law in the same manner as his hum­
blest subject, there is one department 
in which hi* power is practically absol­
ute—his power as commander-in-chief 
of the army. His supremacy in this 
regard has just been re-affirmed by 
a judgment of the Kammergericht, af­
firming thé judgment of a provincial 
court in an action brought to protect 
a patent right.

Eight years ago the Kaiser issued an 
order reciting the introduction of sabre 
carriers attached to cavalry saddles. 
A Berlin inventor declared the sabre 
carriers to be an Infringement en his 
patent and they could not be used 
without his permission, and he brought 
an action for damages and an injunc­
tion against the carrying out of the 
imperial order,,

A provincial court found against him 
and, the Kammergericht has affirmed 
this judgment. The appelate court de­
clared that irrespective of whether the 
patent be infringement or net the 
plaintiff has no standing and that the 
Kaiser In issuing any order affecting 
the equipment of the army is exer­
cising his supreme military power.

He mentioned that thie 
was the finding of the land committee 
following lte Investigations of the con­
ditions of those engaged in rural occu­
pations. "This serious stream of mi­
gration," said Lloyd George. "I attribute 
to this state of affairs In Britain." He 
views with alarm the steady growing 
tendency on the part of Britishers to 
leave their native land and sees in It 
the striking of a severe blow against 
the backbone of Great Britain as re­
presented by Its agricultural and man­
ufacturing Industries.

That all these emigrants should he 
kept in the country and provided with 
work and adequate remuneration Is 
the stand taken by Lloyd George and 
If can manage It he will kill emigra­
tion to a large extent. He made a 
stirring appeal to the opposition to 
treat the land question as a national 
one and keep It outside party politics.
