Car­
dinal Oreglia showed the members of 
the Sacred College a small, empty box 
having a tiny slit in the cover. This 
box was locked in the presence of all 
the cardinals and the key was placed 
on the altar, after which the three car­
dinal scrutineers carried the box to the 
apartments of the invalids, who, after 
taking the prescribed oath, dropped 
their ballots through the slit into the 
box, which was taken back to the Sis­
tine Chapel, unlocked and the ballots 
deposited with those of the other car­
dinals in the chalice on the table.

Huntington, W. Va., Aug. 1. — The
