Sir Aemilius Irving Again Treasurer— 
They May Drop Honor

Examinations.
Toronto, May 19.—The newly-elect- 

ed benchers of the Law Society of 
Upper Canada met this morning, when 
Sir Aemilius Irving, K.C., was reap- 
pointed treasurer, and the standing 
committees were chosen.

Sir Aemilius Irving, probably the 
oldest knight, and certainly the oldest 
barrister in Canada, was proposed by 
Mr. Justice Osler. He was made treas-| 
urer for the first time in 1893, and 
has filled the office continuously since 
then.

The committee on legal education 
recommended that honor examination 
papers be abandoned, but the report 
was referred back.

The Ontario Government is supply- 
ing $500, and with this amount the 
barristers' robing room in the west 
wing of Osgoode Hall will be reno­
vated. Tables and chairs will be pro­
vided, and besides other improve- 
ments, the lawyers will have a smok- 
ing compartment.
