IMMENSE SEIZURE OF
MUNITIONS OF WAR

Thousands of Rifles, Revolvers, Etc., Sur-
rendered at Vera Cruz.-

Vera Cruz, Mexico, April 27.—Imimense

quantities of arms and ammunition have
been seized by the -American naval
authorities here, or have been 'turned in
as the result of an order issued that civ-
ilians must give up their arms. Six
hundred r_iﬁes,- 100 revolvers, 200 mach-
and swords, and 19,000 rounds of

ammunition were seized. “‘Since~the order
was issued demanding the surrender of
firearms, the inhabitants have given up
4,000 riftes, 1,200 reyolvers,. 1,000 machetes
and swords, 24 boxes of gunpowder and
50,000 rounds of*ammunitos.»--

It is regarded here as significant that
the restorationr of telegraphic communi-
cation between Mexico City and the rest
of the world followed immediately after
the return to the capital of General
Ramon Corona, the chief of staff of Prov-
isional President Huerta.

General Corona had been informed by
Captain Henry Ruse, chief of staff of
Rear Admiral Fletcher, that all Mexicans
desiring to do so could leave Vera Cruz
and would be provided with transporta-
tion. He also urged Genera Corona to
make it clear to General Huertd’ that the
American admiral found nothing repre-
hensible in the action of the clvilians of
Vera Cruz in defending their homes, as
he believed this to be the highest privie
lege of any man. ;

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FEDERALS KILLED

William Macgregor, of this city, brother
of Dr. Macgregor, who is now serving a
life sentence in Jackson State Prison for
the alleged murder of Cyril Sparling, is
hopeful that as a result of the release of
Mrs. Sparling, his brother will receive a
new trial which will clear him of the
charge of murder.

Mrs. Saprling, mother of Cyril Sparling,
whose death occurred from some mysteri-
ous cause, thought to have been poison-
ing, was held technically under arrest, the
prosecutor in presenting his case express-
ing the opinion that Mrs. Sparling had
been guilty of conspiracy with Dr. Mac-
gregor to bring about the death of her son,

Following Mrs. Srparling’s release,
Walsh & Walsh, of Port Huron, attor-
neys for Dr. Macgregor, flled a brief
on April 8, asking for a new trial, in
view of the fact that as Mrs. Sparling
had been released on the charge of con-
spiracy, Dr. Macgregor could not have
been guilty of conspiring with her, but
that her release was an evidence of his
innocence.

Mr. Macgregor expressed tha opinion
this morning that his brother's attor-
neys have a very good case, and that
as a result of the brief flled in the
supreme court of Michigan a new trial
will be granted, which will prove his
entire innocence of the crime,
