“Sir John French's pithy dispatch 

read in Parliament today is reassuring 
in two important particulars. First 
of all, he tells us that our troops fought 
splendidly yesterday against a superior 
number, and then he says that he is

Sir John Understands.
“There is a time to be bold and a 

time to be prudent, and this is just 
what Sir John French understands 
better perhaps than any other living 
English general. There is no fear for 
his communications. He will take the 
same care of them in France as the 
Duke of Wellington took of his in 
Spain."

The presence of Sir Derek Keppel, the 
King’s equerry, at the Aldershot royal 
pavilion for the last few days, and 
the extensive preparations within the 
building itself herald the advent of the 
King. who, it is believed, will arrive 
tomorrow. His Majesty will then be

The Premier's announcement follows: “We have heard 
from Field Marshal Sir John French, Commander-in-chief of 
the British expeditionary forces, that in the fighting which 
took place between his army and the enemy on Wednesday, 
August 26, and which appears from French official reports to 
have been in the neighborhood of Cambrai and Le Cateau, our 
troops were exposed to the attack of five German army corps; 
two divisions of cavalry and a reserve corps of cavalry, and a 
second cavalry division.

INFLICTED SEVERE LOSS.
“Our second corps in the fourth division bore the brunt of 

.the cavalry attack, while our first army corps was attacked on 
the right, and inflicted very severe loss on the enemy.

“I regret to say that our casualties were heavy, but the 
exact numbers are not yet known. The behavior of our troops 
was in all respects admirable. General Joffre, the French 
Commander-in-chief, in a message published this morning, con­
veys his congratulations and sincere thanks for the protections 
so effectively given by our army to the French flank."

ANXIOUS TO GIVE CASUALTIES.

London. Aug. 26. 12:25 p.m.—The official bureau says 
that Earl Kitchener has received a telegram from Sir John 
French stating that the latter feels strongly the necessity of 
giving full details of the casualties as soon as possible. He 
hopes to telegraph some of them immediately.

Brokers Here Say Lifting of 
Embargo Will Have

Little Effect.
Sugar will become dearer in price, in­

stead of going down, is the opinion of 
|several dealers and brokers in this city. 

The lifting of the embargo, making 
Canadian refiners free to bring in raw 
sugar from the southern islands, will, 
not greatly reduce the price, they say.

"Before the duty was placed on sugar, 
prices for the finished product, were 
higher, wholesale, than they had been 
for some time. At present I know that 
refineries are losing money, to keep 
down the market here,” said G. H. 
Gililespie, grocery broker.

"Montreal firms," lie said, "are de­
livering goods at London for slightly 
less than it costs them for the raw 
material and for the manufacture."

Although raw sugar may be imported 
now from the West Indies, brokers are 
doubtful if this will relieve the situation 
much.
