The weather in general was ideal 
and the shower that did occur was 
not of sufficient proportions to cool 
the enthusiasm of the visitors or af­
fect the show in any way. The 
vegetable entries were far more 
numerous than last year, while the 
ladies' department also gave 
evidence of the interest the annual 
fair has created among the residents 
of the district.

All classes of livestock were well 
represented, and the animals ex­
hibited were of a very fine quality. Of 
special interest was the exhibit of 
bulldogs from the kennels of A. E.

A softball tournament furnished 

much pleasure during the afternoon, 
and the sidelines were thick with 
fans while the games were in 
progress. In the preliminary tilts the 
Rutherford team eliminated Dresden 
by the close score of 3—2, and Kent 
Bridge took Wabash into camp to the 
tune of 18—6. In the finals Wabash 
was a little too fast for its opponents, 
end came out on top with a 16—9 
tally.

tries were received for the Fall Fair 
this year that the association officers 
feel that they will be forced to en­
large the quarters for many of the 
exhibits before next fall. The two 
day fair came to an end tonight, and 
although much of today’s program 
had to be canceled on account of 
rain, on the whole, the officers are 
satisfied, both with the gate receipts 
and the interest shown in the several 
classes of exhibits. The attendance 
was about 3.000.

Thursday’s weather was all that 
could be wished for. and all day long 
crowds passed in front of the ex­
hibits. This year's display of fruit 
and vegetables was especially praise­
worthy, while the fancy work depart­
ment was almost overflowing with 
entries. The special cooking prizes, 
donated by Reeve Charles Carroll, 
were won by Mrs. William Snyder 
and Mrs. Robert Myers.

The display of flowers attracted a 
large crowd of admirers, and all 
praised highly the feature of the dis­
play which was a collection of decor­
ative dahlias, exhibited by Louise 
Lassing, a 12-year-old school girl.

Ralph Moore, a well-known district 
seed grower, captured the prize for 
the best collection of vegetables. Mr. 
Moore exhibited 20 varieties.

In the stock exhibits the Carriage 
horses attracted the greatest interest, 
and many splendid animals were 
shown. One of the best exhibits of 
Holstein cattle seen here for a long 
time was that owned by Messrs. 
Hulet and Rettie. two Norwich breed­
ers. In the Ayrshire class, John Mc­
Kee & Sons easily took the honors.

The North Norwich tug-of-war 
team are permanent holders of the 
beautiful trophy, donated by the ag­
ricultural association, by virtue of 
their victory over the East Oxford 
squad on Friday.

League Accuses Italy of Not 
Living Up To Solemn 

Engagements.

All Sections Were Well Repre­
sented, and Flowers 

Magnificent.

But Fails To Dampen En­
thusiasm of Large At­

tendance.

Suggest Minor Changes in 
Legal Procedure Leading 

To Completion.

VOTES ARE USELESSSCORE AMBASSADORS PRINCIPAL WINNERS LEADING WINNERS
the. Associated Press Despatch.
Geneva, Sept. 28.—Well worthy of 
being characterized a world forum, 
with voices rising from four con- 
tinents, was the great debate In the 
assembly of the League of Nations 
tonight, when the delegates, while 
generally approving the decision of 
the council of the league to submit 
the question of the interpretation of 
the covenant of the league to jurists, 
scourged the old-time practice of big­
ger states coercing the weaker, and 
also sent out a warning that hence­
forth violence must cease and peace­
ful methods be followed in harmon­
izing national differences.

That it was a hard session for 
Italy is the unanimous opinion in 
league circles in Geneva tonight. Sig­
nor Salandra, head of the Italian 
delegation, said nothing during the 
debate, as speaker after speaker, 
directly or indirectly, accused Italy 
of not living up to her solemn en­
gagements.

He even remained silent when Gil­
bert Murray. Great Britain, openly 
reproached the league for what he 
termed its neglect in protecting weak 
communities against the chance and 
tyranpy of the strong.

Attack Ambassadors.
The representatives of several 

countries attacked the council of 
ambassadors for making Greece pay 
Italy 50.000.000 lire as indemnity, and 
criticized the ambassadors for re- 
fusing to allow the court of interna­
tional justice to fix the amount of 
reparations in accordance with the 
previous understanding.

Lord Robert Cecil, without defend­
ing his country's past conduct, said 
the world wanted this question of 
coercion set at rest in a most au­
thoritative way. not on account of 
the past, but tor the future, and 
hence the proposed interpretation of 
the covenant. He remarked that the 
council will be free to act when it 
received a report of the jurists, and 
that it might even decide to resub­
mit the matter to the permanent

Canadian Press Despatch.
Toronto, Sept. 38. — Further final 

steps marking the approaching con­
summation of church union by whicli 
the Presbyterian, Methodist and Con­
gregational bodies will become the 
United Church of Canada were taken 
at sessions of the joint union com­
mittee held in Toronto today, the 
morning and afternoon meetings 
being in Metropolitan Methodist 
Church and the evening gathered in 
the Wesley Building. The business 
of the sessions, which concluded to- 
night, the committee to meet again 
when called, included discussion of 
the legal problems entering into the 
process of uniting the three churches, 
the deliberations involving consider­
ation of revisions and amendments 
suggested in regard to the proposed 
legislation for the incorporation of 
the United Church, although the sug­
gested changes were of a more or 
less minor character, and did not af­
fect the main principle of the bill.-

Describes Properties.
It is understood, however, that the 

bill in its revised form simply de­
scribes what properties are to he ex­
empt from the operation of the act, 
and every congregation will hold its 
property tn relation to the United 
Church as it now holds such property 
in relation to either the Methodist, 
Presbyterian or Congregational 
churches.

Of special interest and importance 
also was the announcement made by 
the Presbyterian section of the com­
mittee that any votes Presbyterian 
churches may have taken so far on 
whether they enter or stay out of the 
United Church of Canada were null 
and void and of no binding effect 
whatever. This announcement, it was 
pointed out, applied also to the con­
gregations of the Congregational and 
Methodist churches. It was made 
clear, also that the bill to be sub­
mitted to parliament called for each 
congregation to take a vote within 
six months of the passing of the act. 
Therefore, any votes taken previously 
would have no binding effect what­
ever. and if any congregation wished 
to stay out of the union it would 
have to take another vote after union 
had been legalized by parliament.

Will Remain Out.
One of the churches which have 

already voted to stay out of the union 
was Knox Church. Toronto, where 
the vote was almost unanimous. The 
church at Elora also recently voted 
the same way. The unionists stated 
they looked upon these votes as 
brought on by anti-union forces for 
the effect they would have on other 
congregations.

Another alteration in the basis of 
union was stated to be the elimina­
tion of the clause which ruled that 
only members of the age of 18 years 
or over might vote in church courts. 
The Methodists have many juniors in 
their membership, and the Presby­
terian rule is that each member shall 
have a vote, so it was recognized it 
would not be legal to accept any 
persons as members, no matter what 
their age, and then refuse to give 
them a vote in church affairs.

ASK SMALL WAGESThe reorganization meeting of the 
London Labor Party last night leaves 
the party in a stronger position for 
the coming municipal campaign than 
it has enjoyed for some time past.

The election of new officers took 
the form of a vote of confidence in 
the offices at present officiating, and 
discussion on the matter in which the 
positions had been filled, brought out 
the fact that the confusion which had 
formerly existed, was due rather to 
indefinitely outlined duties and a 
consequent overlapping.

No definite steps towards nomina­
tions in the coming campaign will be 
taken until the executive committee 
brings in a report on possible candi­
dates at the next regular meeting. 
Meanwhile the feeling of the party 
as expressed at last night's meeting 
is one of optimism and the convic­
tion that with the readjustment 
which recent discussions have 
brought forth, that the party is down 
to a working basis, and that their 
decks are at last entirely cleared for 
action.

Canadian Press Despatch.
Ottawa, Sept. 28.—The farmers of 

Ontario now have an opportunity to 
secure next year’s farm help accord­
ing to Mr. A. R. Mitchell, field super­
visor for the soldier settlement board. 
Mr. Mitchell, in his travels around 
the country, has made a careful study 

of the farm labor situation. The 
railways, he says, have fortunately 
brought to this country about 11,000 
harvesters to assist in harvesting the 
western grain crop. In a short time 
they will have completed this work 
and will be seeking other employ- 
ment which will not be available in 
the prairie provinces.

Many of these men, says Mr. 
Mitchell, have had farming experi­
ence in the old country, and among 
them there must be some good herds­
men and farm laborers. Dairy farm­
ers in eastern Ontario, who usually 
carry a large herd through the win­
ter, might do well to secure some of 
these men It is quite probable 
many of them wish to remain in 
Canada rather than go back to the 
old country. They might be willing 
to stay in this country at small 
wages, says Mr. Mitchell, during the 
winter and be available for spring 
work and harvest. The Soldier Set­
tlement Board will assist these farm­
ers in securing this help.

He also points out that the fall 
and winter months are the best 
months to break in inexperienced 
farm help. Some of these harvest­
ers might be willing to work for their 
board and washing and perhaps a 
small remuneration.

Ontario farmers need cheaper labor 
and better prices for their produce, 
says Mr. Mitchell, and this is their 
opportunity to secure cheaper labor.

Canadian Press Despatch.
Toronto. Sept. 28.—The total of 

subscriptions received during the 
first week of the offering of the new 
Dominion of Canada refunding loan 
will be announced tomorrow. Indica­
tions are that the figure will approxi­
mate two-thirds of the entire objec­
tive of $172,000,000. If so. this will 
constitute a new record in the his­
tory of public offerings in Canada, 
as the initial announcement was only 
made ten days ago. The opinion is 
current here that the loan will be 
fully subscribed in less than halt 
the time expected in financial circles 
when the offering was made.

Big subscriptions were swelled to­
day by an order for a. two-million 
block from the Canadian Pacific 
Railway, and another for $1,250.000 
from the Imperial Life Assurance 
Company of Toronto. This brings 
special subscriptions announced to 
date up to 18, representing a total 
subscription of $42,350.000, or almost 
one-quarter of the entire offering.

While cash subscriptions have been 
pouring in. the syndicate managers 
announce that conversions have not 
reached the expected total, and they 
point out that holders of the 1923 
Victory loan desirous of securing the 
new 20-year bond on the conversion 
privilege at which it returns 5.16 pel- 
cent should act without delay, as the 
offering is likely to be withdrawn 
at any time.

Free State Enters.
The Irish Free State's participation 

in the debate for the first time since 
that country was admitted to mem­
bership in the league aroused great 
interest. Prof. John McNeil, the Free 
State minister of education, declared 
that all the members were solicitous 
that the great work to which they 
had set their hands should not be 
undone. He accepted the assurance 
of the council that disputes which 
were liable to lead to ruptures would 
be deemed within its sphere of ac­
tion. and believed that that particular 
assurance should go on record.

N The five questions to be submitted to the jurists were read by Viscount 
Oshii of Japan, president of the 
“Cague. One question is “Are meas­
ures of coercion which are not meant 
to constitute acts of war consistent 
with the terms of articles 12 to 15 
of the covenant, when they are taken 
by one member of the league against 
another member without prior re­
course to the procedure laid down in 
these articles?"

The report of the special committee 
of jurists is to be submitted in time 
for the December meeting of the 
council.

Lord Robert. Great Britain, in the 
course of a long speech, alluded to 
the Corfu Incident by recalling a 
British parallel in Japan in 1863. 
when a British. fleet bombarded Kago­
shima because of the murder of an 
Englishman in Yokohama. V/rd 
Robert said such things were regret­
tably frequent in the past, but that 
now that the covenant of the League 
of Nations had been signed, they 
ought to cease. He thought the coun­
cil's decision reasonably satisfactory, 
though he would have preferred that 
questions at issue be submitted to 
the international court, rather than 
to the jurists.
