The open stance is not a fixed prop-
osition at all. It is opened by degrees,
according to the shot to be placed.
Some drivers prefer it because of the
increased physical comfart it yields
for them in the drive—a matter of
individual choice. "Phe stance is
opened for iron shots in proportion
to the distance to be negotiated. In

very short iron shots, approaches tn
the green, etc., the left foot comes
clear around and the heels are held
close together. Never make a short
shot with the feet far apart and held
on a line as in the square stance. You
cannot control the back swing of your
club that way. The open stance
shortens the back stroke and thus
automatically controls the power put
on the ball.
