The Sailors
of the Senator

Another. Phase of the Ship’s
Difficulty Aired in Police
Court,

Wreckers Proceed to Salve the
Willamette—The Queen
City Sails.

The troubles of the bark Senator con-
tinue. Some days ago the master
changed his mind about taking the seven
men who were in jail for desertion to
sea with him, and the seven men came
ashore. Some of the meu went to W.
von Rhein’s . boarding house, which
makes a specialty of supplying crews to
ships at Esquimalt, and were given some
meals and money there, it being under-
stood, according to those interested that
four of the men were to be shipped on
the bark Roland. When the time came
for them to go on board the Roland they
were not to be found, and on the board-
ing house master going down to see the
steamer that night just before she sailed
for the Bound he found the four mew
on ‘board, 'They found him about the
same time as he found them and leaving

the steamer they ran up the, wharf and
up the street with him after them, Lhey
were not found until some time ufter-
wards, when at the request of Mr. von
Rhein Constable Munro arrested three
of the men for obtaining money under
false pretenses. They were brought -be-
fore Magistrate Hall at woon Yyesterday,
and Mr. von Rhein, who was present,
was asked if he was going to proceed
against the men. The boarding house
master said that he had consulted a law-
yer and found there was no case against
the .men. They had money from him
and were going away on the Seattle boat
and he had therefore requested their ar-
rest. The magistrate asked where was
the . false pretense in this. Mr. ven
Rhein said the men were going to sea
and had been given three dollars and
clothes in advance. :

One of the sailors was then asked to
make a statement, and he said that with
the others of the seven they had been
taken off the Senator and went to von
Rhein’s house where they had been ask-
ed if they would ship on a German ship.
They said they did not want to go on a
German ship, and went up-town. That
night they went to the Neattle steamer.
“Von Rhbein,” he said, “ran after us and
got a policeman to arrest us. He gave
us each three dollars, and told us to go
and have a ‘booze, *

Magistrate Hall then stated to von
Rhein that he considered that he had
obtained the services of the officer by
fase pretenses. If the men’s story was
true it might have the construction put
upon it that he had given the men the
three dollars to get drunk, and could then
ship them. !

Mr, von Rhein took exception' to the
statement of the magistarte,  He said
that He had lived here fifteen years and
had. never been known to put a man
on board drunk or against his will. He
could call witnesses among the business
men as to his character and integrity.
The men were then dismissed, no
charge being preferred against {hem.
Two qthers who were shipped on the
bark Senator to replace the deserters,
were then placed in the dock, they hay-
ing been arrested at the same time as
the others. Supt. Hussey wanted . to
know if they were properly shipped be-
fore being placed on board by his de-
partment, and Capt. Harrison explained
that they had been shipped under special:
pérmit of the shipping master. Capt.
Harrison said that this procedure had to
be taken as when men could be obtain-
ed the shipping master was perhaps ab-
sent from his office and tugs would be
delayed and the ship’s business delayed
at a great loss to the ship. . He said
that he had made a great mistake in
taking proceedings against the men who
had deserted in the first place at Che-
mainus, and would not have done so had
he not been advised by the officer there
to do so. . He was sorry now that he
had, for had he not done so, his vessel
would not have been’ so delayed, nor
would his expenses have been as'heavy
here as.they have heen :

The two sailors—both of whom receiv-
ed advances—were then asked by the
