They are also exempt from taxation, 
and have their own mail bags, which 
may not be examined either by post 
office or customs officials.

With certain exceptions "they are 
allowed to import and export goods 
for their private use without paying i 
the usual duty. Incidentally, their of-' 
ficial residences are regarded as Bri­
tish territory.
