zens—Something to Remember the City
by—An Interesting Letter.

MoxTREAL, Feb, 0,—The commercial
metropolis of the deminion elosed its eyes
to-night on its great carnival; but there is
4 guiltiness about it that will not easily be
forgotten, especially by the visitors from a
distance. The carnival, in so far as the
attractions themselves was concerned, was
in every way a sticcess. The ice palace

procession of snowshoers around the moun-
tain was the grandest thing of its kind
ever witnessed. But what of all these

magnificent features when your thousands
of American and Canadian visitors return
home disgusted with the amount of extor-
tion that they ran against. The worst
“‘brace” game of farobankorthebueketshop
in the Mail building cannot compare to the
skin game practiced all this week on the
people who flocked here; and .who : were
prepared to pay well for their fum, but not
to be fleeeed right and left by a gang of
sharks. 7 ;

The result of all the fleecing will be that
Montreal has killed the goose that laid the
golden e{.;g. With one or two exceptions
the hotel men stood as deep. inthe gouge
as any one. The coachmen, restauranters,
barbers, people with rooms to remt, the
saloons, and in tact any one that had any
kind of & commodity to offer the city full
of “‘suckers” took a prothinent R
could naime & dozen Toronto gentlemen,
who with their wives or a daughter or a
son, were tolled five dollars per night for
lodgings in remote localities. As an in-
stance I will mention that on Wednes-
day I sent a friend of mine o an address
on St.. Cathéerine street to secure lodgings
for three gentlemen. The lady shark of
the house said that in view of its comin
on to the end of the week she woulg
accommodate us for six dollars per night
each. But the hackmen! I never saw or
heard of so much kieking on the street cor-
ners as I did this week. Men from whom
the jehus were demanding three or four
times their legal fare were to be seen every-
A barber on St. James’ street de-
manded fifty cents from me for a shaveand
a sea foam (the price in Toronto is 20 or 25
cents). = I remonstrated, but I had to pay
it. The restantants jumped their rates
away up within the bounds of extortion,
and the fare offered was of a very indiffer-
ent nature. The sole object of the resi-
dents n&)]parently was to fleece the visitors
out of their last cent,

I understand the French element did net
give a penny towards the e of the
carnival; but still that very element
embraced the worst sharks of all
They might just as well have
put their hands in our pockets
as charge the way they did for
everything. The Windsor hotel company
gave $1000 and the St. Lawrence hall $500
to the committee. The Windsor fairl
coined money, and should have been well
satisfied with the regular rates. The St.
Lawrence hall people however made but
a very slight advance in prices. 1 think
Montreal’s winter carnival is a dead dog.

There is a great deal of interestin a
this to Toronto people. ~ At the forthcom-
ing semi-centennial celebration it isto be
hoped that those who are to be charged
with feeding and entertaining the visitors
will not imitate the Mentreal sharks. As
it has never been the practice on former
great gatherings at Toronto to advance
prices of all kinds, it is not probable that
the citizens will depart from the rule on
the occasion of their great civic festival.

Queen Victoria’s New Book.
