The *‘Shakemakers” of the Sicrras.

Living just above the foothills and in the’
midst of the wvirgin pine forests of the
Sierras are a class of industrious  people
little known to the world, They live an
isolated, happy life far from the busy
world, of which they know little and care

less. These are the ‘‘shakemakers.” They
exist usually in couples, and make their
home for the time be wg where the finest
sugar pine.grows, an whence the pro:
ducts of their labors can be conveniently
hauled away. They are a jolly, happy
lot, these ‘‘shakemakers” of the Sierras,
They work at will, and by way of rec-
reation divide their leisure time be-
tween deer and bear hunting and thel
néarest country etoré, The mode of mak-
ing *‘shakes” or clapboards is simple,
The tree felled is sawed into suitable
lengths, and then (is split into thin boards
or “shakes” by means of a froe anda
-mallet. The shakes sell here in the moun-
tains at $4 to $4.50 per 1000, and are al-
ways in demand. A shakemakers’ camp
is one of the most picturesque scenes to be
found on the coast, and the voluntary re-
cluses who spend year after year iu these
moungain solitudes are the jolliest lot of
bachelors on earth., A majority of this
almost_unknown race of men are old miners
and young medfi from the foot-hill farms,
Wild, brave, uneducated and kind-hearted,
they include within their numbers hun-
dreds of the best frontiersmen- and the
noblest types of manhood.
