Death Rate of War.
From the Medical Record.

It is a'truism that in war disease kills
more than the buliet, The detailed facts
showing this, however, in the case of our
own war sre of special interest. " The

states and territories contributed to the
army of the union 8,500,000 men, Ot
these, during the four years of war there
were killed in aotion 67,030, or 2.88 per
cent.; there died of wounds, .43,000, or
1.85 per cent., making a total of deaths
from violence 110,030, or 4.73 per cent,
O_n the other hand, there died from
disease 224,586 or 9.68 per cenmt., disease
thus being twice as fatal as the
bullet. The total gortality among Union
soldiers during the war would. be 334,616,
or 14.41 per hundred of those engaged.
Thus fourteen out of every hundred sol-
diers died in the four years’ war. This is
an enormous death rate, but figures are
often wrongly used, and they do not
accurately indicate the mortality rightly
attrib table to the war. The ordinary
death rate among the male adults is about
9 per thousand annually in this coun-
try. During the four years of the war
there would have ‘oscurred under any oir-
circumstances smong the three and & half
million of soldiers about 126,000 deaths,
leaving, therefore, only someéwhat over
200,000 attributable to war. To put it
in » general way, instead of four men who
would have died insthe nsatural ecurse of
events, fifteen men out of every hundred
died in the course of the war. The death
rate from bullets is only a little greater
than the death rate in oclvil life, but the
soldier has added the enormons riake-from
