When.tlié half-hour struck the visitors were
usheved ~ into the northeastern yard, and
found ‘themselves in the presence of
the <senffold, . In the thirty 1inutes
wliich intervened before the .appearance of
Neil the death structure was clossly examined.
It stood abont six feet ont from the Ingh di-
viding wall which separates the northern yard
into two. 1t looked a simple mg'mgh machine
at first glunce, not unlike a chil®s swing, and
would bavebeen readily mistaken for such
bad it not been for the tell-tule rope
which dangled from the cross - beam.
The uprights were stout beams of stout
oak. At the side of the more
wortherly upright swung an iron weight of
800 pounds, kept in pluce by a smaller strand.
This  latter connected with the upright by
means of a hole drilled through the solid
wood. A double kuot fastened the halter to
she weight, and iu this shape the gallows
ewaited 1ts victim.

As the hour of execution approached a fe 1-
fmg of unrest began to be felt, aud watches
were consulted to see how many minutes were
80 ¢lapse before Neil would meet his douin.
Tu order to prevent the crowd pushing in on
ghe officers of justice a temporary fence about
three feet high and extending outwardly
from the wall about fifty feet had been
eevcted, and no spectator was allowed to come
within these Lounds.

Thus rang out the death-knéll of
Robert Neil, for the pastor huad notp ed
further in the well-known - ptayer ‘than ““De-
liver us—,” when the. hangman cut the rope,
and Neil was swung into the air and was in
the throes of death.
