Blizzardy We.ther_.l"_or a Week—A Furi-
ous Time in Londou.
LoxNDON, March 10.—A snowstorm has
“been raging in Scotland and the .north of
England for a week past, while in the south
of England the weather was mild until Sun-
day, Sunday's gale, which was totally un-
expected, advanced in a northeasterly direc-
tion across the Bay of Biscay. A blizzard
“prevailed over the whole of the south of
ngland. It commenced in London at 4 in
the afternoon. The storm increased in fury
all night and there 'was an unusual rise of
the tide. All the channel steamers bad
rough passages. Even in the harbors the
water was so rough that it was difficult to
bold vessels to their moorings.

THE BEHRING SER DISPUTE.

—A Basis of Settlement Reached Be-
tween the Two Governments,

Sea negotiations have takema most favor-
able turn and the Governments of the
United States and Great Britain appear to
have at length reached a basis upon which
to settle their difficulties, as is evidenced by

Sir Julian Pauncefote, British Minister here,
which was laid before Secretary Blaine.

Nor do they rely asa
justificatioa for the seizure of British ships in
the dpen sea upon the contention that thoe
interests of the seal fisheries give to the
United States Government any right for the
purpose, which, according to interna-
tional law, it would not otherwise possess,
whatever importance they attach to preser-
vation of the fur seal species and they justly
look on it asan object deserving the most
serious solicitude, They do not conceive that
it confers upom any maritime powers rights
over the open ocean which that power
could not assert on other grouunds.
The o of the United States to prevent the
exerc o seal fishery by other nations
in Behrinr Sea rests now exclusively upon
the interest which by purchase they possess
in a uksse issued by the Emperor Alexan-
der'Lin the year 1821, which prohibits foreign
vessels from approaching within one
handred Italian miles of the coast and
islands then belonging to Russia in Bebring
Sea. * * The ukase was a mere usurpa-
tion, but it is said that it was converted intoa
valid international law as against the British
Government by the admission of this Gov-
ernment itself.
