Boston, August -7th, 1 
This city was awakeneq,,from its mid­

summer lethargy by the arrival on Wednee 
day of President Bawison, who was tn 
route to Bar Harbor, Me., for a few days’ 
rest. He arrived at 9 o'clock, a. m., at the 
old colony depot, and was there met by 
Lieutenant Governor Brackett, Gen. Dal­
ton, commander of the State militia, and 
Poliee Commismoner Whiting. The Nation­
al Lancers and the Rnxbury Horse Guards 
formed the escort, and soon the 
whole party were on the way, through 
streets crowded with 
the Hotel Vendôme, 
the common the presidential - salute 
was tired. Soon after their arrival at the 
hotel, breakfast was served, an elaborate 
menu being offered by the State for the 
gratifying of their chief ruler’s appetite, as 
the following extract will show :-

F.ditor Monitor We, as a nation, have 
a'penchant for boasting of being the biggest 
and greatest nation in many ways, but I 
believe that our claim of having the biggest 
rainstorms this year will find acceptance. 
Only twenty-eight clear days since Feb. 1st! 
For July, 9 inches of rain fall, and but 6 
clear days ! From Sunday to Friday night 
of last week almost one continuous deluge, 
in which fell five and one half inches of 
water. Of course the damage has best! 
immense, especially to crops, out one gets 
so tired of reading of this that at last it 
fails to attract attention. A curious spec­
tacle is to lw seen in Virginia. On this 
side of the Blue Ridge the rainy spoil, 
which has lwen almost continuous for two 
mouths, has destroyed much of the hay 
crop, and wheat is now sprouting in the 
shocks. On the other side, but twenty 
miles away, and the farmers are complain 
ing of the excessive drought. The Atlantic 
sea board seems to have absorbed the coun­
try's supply of rain.

THE PAN-AMERICAN CONGRESS.
The State Department is making active 

preparations for the Congress of American 
Nations, which will meet in Washington 
next October. All the invitations to the 
Congress have long since been issued, anil 
most of them accepted. The , Dominion of 
Canada has been excluded from the list >>f 
invited guests, partially on account of the 
ancient disputes with our northern neigh 
l>or, but chiefly for the alleged reason that 
Canada, in acknowledging the nominal 
sovereignty of Queen Victoria, is not an 
independent State, and therefore could not 
confer with the American nations on equal 
ternis. Yet utfon every subject, that is 
likely to arise for consideration in this as 
semhlage, the representatives of Canada 
could speak and act with quite as much in­
dependence and authority as any of the 
rest. As the relations of thcUnitedStaW 
with Canada are more intimate and vastly 
more important than with any other coun­
try in this hemisphere, the absence of its 
representatives will be a matter of regret. 
Though the Congress may be unable to 
accomplish any good, an invitation to 
Canada would have done no harm, only it 
would have been inconsistent with the 
jingo blatancy of Mr. Blaine during the 
past Presidential campaign in attacking 
and condemning Cleveland's diplomatic 
relations with Canada.

While the Dominion of Canada will lw 
conspicuous by its absence from this confer­
ence of American nations, two of the most 
important States to the south of us—Mexico 
anil Brazil have thus far treated the in­
vitation with indifference, if not with aver­
sion and disgust. Should these nations, as 
well as Canada, have no official representa­
tives, the conference will be far from de­
serving the proud title of a Pan-American 
Congress.

After breakfast a reception was held, at 
which many of the State and military 
officers were presented to the President by 
Mayor Hart. Then the President was 
driven to Faneuil Hall, where he held an' 
informal reception, and for more than fin 
hour shook hands with people at the rate of 
50 a minute. At 2.30 the I*rosident jeft 
the hall, and after partaking of a lunch at 
the Vendôme was taken for a drive in the 
suburbs, returning to the hotel at 8 o’clock 
in the evening.

After a short nap, be awoke much re­
freshed and iu good humor for the State 
dinner which was soon served iu a most 
elaborate manner and partaken of by just 
eight gentlemen, Lieut. Gov. Brackett and 
Mayor Hart representing the State. At 
the conclusion of the dinner the President 
went on the veranda of the hotel, and made 
a short speech to the immense crowd con­
gregated around the famous jhostry, and 
soon after retired for a well-earned rest. 
On Thursday morning he departed on a 
special train from the Boston A Maine 
depot for Bar Harbor.

It cannot he said that} the people 
showed much enthusiasm over their distin­
guished visitor. The streets were thronged 
witli iwople, but they did little cheering, 
and tlust little did not seem to be spontan­
eous. However, this does not necessarily 
argue anything against the popularity of 
President Harrison, but yet it gives occa 
sion for the question to arise “If the ad­
ministration popular ?” There can be much 
said in the affirmation and negative, but it 
seems to the writer that many of the ad 
verse criticisms, especially of the news­
papers, are unfair. The administration is 
now passing through the most critical period 
— that of tnv appointment to office—and its 
opponents take the opportunity to attrfck it 
on this point. But although President 
Harrison has made more changes in office 
than his predecessor ilid in a like length of 
time, no oue has heard of him disposing 
from office any of his own party. The 
changes made are brought alxmt by the 
appointing of men— in qiauy cases former 
occupants of the office- -to replace timer 
appointed by Mr. UlevelainL Consequent­
ly it will lie hard for Harrison to make 
more changes in office than Cleveland did. 
And if his administration last for more than 
four years, it is quite safe to say that the 
aspect of affairs in this direction would 
compare \ery favorshlp 
rule of the Democratic party.

It certainly savors somewhat of “ carry­
ing coals to New Castle," to send you,from 
this country, the doings in Old Knglaud. 

The ship-canal in course of construction 
Manchester and Liverpool, will 

practically make inland Manchester a sea­
port. This change will, of course, mater 
tally affect the cotton trade between Lan­
cashire and the United States. Whereas 
that great staple must at present be dis­
charged from vessels at Liverpool, put upon 
railroad cars and again unshipped at Man­
chester, the largest ocean-going steamships, 
upon the completion of the work, may pass 
through the canal and discharge their 
freights at the Manchester wharves, thus 
insuring speedier handling and a decrease of 
freight charges.

The work has required the exercise of 
great engineering skill. From Kaetkam, on 
the Kiver Mersey, where the canal begins, 
to the level at Manchester there is a rise of 
over 60 feet, but this difficulty has been 
overcome by a series of immense locks, some 
of them 600 feet long and 80 feet wide. 
Then there were obstacles to direct transit 
in the shape of railroads, canals and via­
ducts, which made the work of construction 
unusually difficult and expensive.

Although the canal itself is but 36 miles 
long, it will have a water depth of 26 feet, 
and a width varying from 135 to 280 feet ; 
and as every penny of the cost was provided 
for before the first sod was turned, the end 
of 1891 will witness the completion of one 
of the greatest triumphs of modem engin­
eering genius. Only British capital and 
British brains could accomplish it.

What is the name of the bug or insect found 
inclosed in a froth-tike substance on the stalks 
of the grass all through the mowings this sea- 
son ? Is it the young of thegrasehopperf—J. W. 
0-, Worcester county, Mass.

This insect is one of the ‘ ‘ spittle insects ” 
and lielongs to the group of Hemiptera or 
true bugs. In the early stages it rests on 
grass stalks where it covers itself with 
“ spittle ” and sucks the juice of the stalk. 
The portion of this above the insect soon 
turns yellow and dies, and if the insects 
are very abundant they may do consider­
able damage in this way. There is no 
known remedy except crushing by hand, 
and this is of course impractici&le. There 
seems to be some checking influence, how­
ever, as the insects are seldom very abun­
dant for more than one or two seasons in 
succession. It is in no way related to the 
grasshopper.—H. P. Fernald.
