Bieyeles and Wood.

The bicycle already exercises an importunt
influence on the lumber trade. The steady
growth and development of bicycling and the
improvements in the wheel promises to make
that influence stronger in the years that are
to come. It is estimated that in Canadaaad
the United States nearly a million new
wheels were manufactured this year and
pearly every one of them had a wooden rim.
This required between six and eight million
feet of rock elm; not a great quanity, but as
the wood is required to be of a special quality
somewhere between forty and fifty million
feet had to be picked over tosecureit. The
trade journals doubt if the fancy price at
which it sold paid for the depreciation which
it caused in the quality and value of that left.
As the years go on the difficulty of securing
sufficient rock elm of the quality required
will play an important part in maintaining
the price of the wheels. Among the im-
provements already promised for next year’s
wheels are handle bars of hickory. These
will be more elastic than the steel tubing now
used and will be cheaper, perhaps enough
cheaper to compensate for any increase in the
rims, but the fact that second growth hickory
will b: required for this purpose is one that
the hardwood men should remember. The
dealers of soft lumber will continue to reap
the harvest of selling rough boards for crat-
ing the machines. Nearly every bicycle built
gets into a crate at some time in its career
and many million feet of rough lumber are
used annually. That the lumber trade is
deriviog considerable benefit from the bicy-
cling business cannot be denied.
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Moderation in Cycling.

TOO MUCH OF THE FASCINATING EXERCISE
RESULTS IN INJURY.

Moderation in cycling is as necessary as in
everything else, and purticularly so because
it brings into play new sets of muscles and
blood vessels in certain parts of the body
which are entirely unprepared for the un-
usual strain.

The fascination of bicycle riding is the
strongest objection to the sport, on account
of the danger of overexertion, and for this
reason those who take it up for the improve-
ment of health become so invigorated and
delighted with the exercise that they who
should be the most careful are generally the
ones who overdoit. Eatering violently into
any exercise is bad, and so in cycling, for
the reason that it gives the heart more todo
than has been customary, but, of course, by
going into the exercice gradually the heart
grows stronger and is prepared for exertion.

As for the lungs, cycling cultivates a good
habit of deep breathing and does a grest
deal to strengthen the muscles of the back.

There is no other exercise that is so quiet-
ing to the nervous system and which at the
same time brings into play so nicely and so
gently the many parts of the body without
giving violent work to some particular set of
muscles.

Cycling induces those to take outdoor ex-
ercise who have never taken it before, and
is the best exercise that can be taken; and
let the beginner beware of overindulgence
and persist in the pleasure and safeness cf
moderation.

The Gold Reserve.

The Boston Herald commenting on the de-
pletion of the United States gold reserve
says:—

“ The export movement of gold continues
under full headway. The withdrawals from
the New York sub-treasury lately for ship-
ment, aggregate $2,200,000, bringing the
amount taken since the present movement
set in to the rather serious total of $8,400,-
000, of which §5,800,000 has come since the
1st inst. The ouiflow of the yellow metsl
has told quite perceptibly upon the gold re-
gerve, which, according to the running count
made at the treasury, is reduced to $119,-
239,178, a decrease of $9,174,53} from the
maximum reached under the operation of the
last bond sale.

It will be seen that the export demand
has been turned with its full weight upon
the government reserve, and that in addition
to the foreign drain, the treasury has lost a
little more than $1,000,000 gold by domestic
withdrawals. We may add, as a further
development, that the entire gold produc-
tion of the country, amounting to about $4,-
000,000, appears to have been diverted from
the treasury, either directly or indirectly,
and absorbed by the banks or by private
hoarders.”

Cycling.

A physician writes to a medical contem-
porary as follows about cycling: “A wheel
that sells now must be very light, the brake
and all superfluous appliances that weigh a
dram must be left off; it must be high
geared, with high seat and low handle bar.
That is the model bicycle of to-day. Sucha
wheel is unsafe to coast upon, so much so that
coasting is out of fashion. To ride one of
these bicycles, one must get a big hump on
his back and assume a very uncomfortable
position. I have a machine with the handle
bars high, so that I can sit perfectly erect,
in the most natural position, and I am not
exaggerating when I say that it tires me
more to ride 20 miles in a carriage than it
does to ride my wheel that distance. My
advice is never to ride a wheel that you can
pot sit erect upon, and always avoid too
violent or prolonged exercise. It promotes

deep breathing better than climbing Hills.”

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Swarming of Bees.

While dividing has taken the place of
swarming to a very great extent, swarming
is pgeferred in many instances. A good
swarm of bees, for real business, cannot be
substituted by any division. A natural
swarm for the first 20 days will store double
the amount of honey, and in many cases five
pounds to one, that. any division of equal
strength will do. Tt will take a division all
of 20 days to catch up & natural swarm in
condition for storing honey. It makes some
difference where the dlvision in located after
the colony is divided. If it is set in the
same apiary, all the old bees or the working
force will return to the old location, and no
work of any consequence will be done for
ten days or more,. If the, e division is
taken one or more Mthen but lit-
tle if any of the working force returns.
Hence they are in much better condition for
business, but will not even then equal a
natural swarm, according to a writer in The
American A4 griculturist, who adds:

When money is the sole object, I have
always obtained the best results by allowing

my best colonies to cast a swarm, if reason- ')ores.

ably strong. It is true we cannot count
largely on swarms if we hive them in empty
hives, but to receive the best result we must
use either empty combs or foundation in-
stead. The swarming limit should extend
to first swarms only, as there can be no ad-
vantage in after swarming. Second swarms
often do well, but it weakens the parent
stock to such an extent that it is not profit-
able. In hiving swarms be certain you have
the queen inside of the hive. If you have
not discovered the queen in hiving, see that
all the bees are in the hive. A smallcluster
of bees left on the outside may contain the
queenfand if so they are liable to swarm off
again, and may leave you for good.

After hiving give them an abundance of
ventilation, either by enlarging the entrance
or shading the hive from the hot rays of sun,
or both, especially if the swarms are large.
In swarming bees fill themselves with honey
to the utmost limit. Hence more ventilation
is required than at any other time. It is
always an advantage to give the swarms a
frame of a brood from some other colony to
commence housekeeping on. Never allow a
swarm of bees to remain long after settling,
but hive them as soon as possible. Swarms
often return to their hive after issuing. This
is evidence that the queen has not taken
wing with them, and she may be found
crawling about the hive, having bad wings
and being unable to fly.

Horses are Nervous.

The great superiority of the horse to all
other dumb animals, according to Mr. H. C.
Merwin, is the fineness of his nervous system.
Almost all the finest horses, says the same
writer, have been remarkable for their ner-
vous ‘‘high strung” constitutions. Other
have had as good legs and as good lungs but
have lacked the necessary courage and de-
termination, the *“ do or die” spirit which
makes a horse keep on after he is tired.
But this very nervousness renders the horse
the most irritable of creatures, the most
easily worried and distressed. Upon this
point Mr. Merwin makes some observations
that are worth reading by all who have or
expect to have horses of their own.

Harsh treatment, though it stop short of
inflicting physical pain, keeps a nervous
horse in a state of misery. On the other
hand, it is prfectly true, as a besotted bat
intelligent stable keeper once observed to me:
+A kind word to a hoss is as good sometimes
as a feed of oats.”

In desling with a horse, more than with
most animals, one ought to exercise patience,
care, and, above all, the power of sympathy,
s0 as to know if possible the real motive of
his doing or refusing to do this or that. To
acquire such knowledge and to act upon it
when acquired is a large part of the ethics of

horse-keeping.
e g

Proper Quantity to Feed.

The practice of cramming the hens with
wheat at every ration is the very way not to
get eggs. Too much wheat, buckwheat or
barley will go into fat rather than eggs, and
fat is a disease in poultry. The morning
mash should be fed in a long narrow trough
about one and three quarter inches in width;
nail to the side of the house so that the hens
cannot jump into it and soil the food. Feed
only enough soft food to satisfy, never so
much as to gorge. When a hen has had so
much food that she will go into a corner and
mope, she has had too much, and if the over
feeding is continued she will become too fat
to lay. If cut green bones are fed it should
be in the proportion of one pound to every
sixteen hens. If fed morning and night, a
small feed of oafs at noon and night is all
that will be necessary. Experience will
teach the ‘“ happy medium ” in feeding.

Cleaning Poultry Houses.

In regard to cleaning poultry houses I find
my plan suits very well. I useasanabsorb-
ent coal ashes and land plaster. The drop
boards are cleaned once a day, and the drep-
pings put in one corner of the barn cellar, on
the floor of which has been spread about a
foot of coal ashes to absorb the moisture.
After the droppings are put on this pile land
plaster is sprinkled on them every day as
soon as they come from the hen house. The
drop boards are sprinkled with plaster after
being cleaned. The floor of the hen house is
cleaned twice a week and what is taken out
is put in the pig pen. The floor is then cov-
ered with leaves and hay seed and cut hay
in which the hens are kept scratching.

To Keep Ditches From Washing.

If the ditch is in a meadow or pasture
round off the bank with a spade or plough
and sow heavily with grassseed. They will
soon become covered with a good sod, often
extendirg to the bottom of the ditch. It the
ditch is in a cultivated field, plongh it and
sow to grass. If the seeding should fail it
can be sodded, if one chooses to put that
much work on it. All thisapplies more par-
ticularly to ravines and ditches used only
during floods.

—It is seed-growing that exhausts the
vitality. There are no more seed in a large
fruit than a small one, and a large one does
not take any more vitality out of a tree. If
a Kieffer pear-tree has on it one thousand
pears, and you take off five hundred of them,
the remainder will weigh as much as the
whole of them, and bring more money, with-
out weakening the tree only half as much.

—Cherry-trees frequently do well planted
in fence-corners, but, like other fruit-trees,
do better when cultivated. Beyond trim-
ming the small, tender branches of the trees
while young to form a pyramidical head, the
cherry-tree should not be pruned, especially
the large limbs, as they rarely heal.
