Mr. Archibald impressed the listeners with
the fact, that the will of Christ in regard to the church,'
was, that its -great object in existence should bc, spread-
ing the Gospel. among "«ail nations ;Il while hie ex-
pressed strongly his conviction thiat the church at home
was flot aroused t6 a sense of lier responsibility and of
the a wfui needs oi heathendom.

Mrs. Archibald in hier own simple, but exceedingly
,effective style, gave most vivid descriptions of the de-
plorable condition of the heathen,*and urged with great_
earnestness upon Christians at hiome, the importance of
sending the Gospel to the benighted ones in the fiar

~country.
Hers was the earnestness which flows from constant,

~communion with -God. They both possessed the ear-
nestness wbich could calmly look on the scene of con-
tinujous indifference, andi gather from it strength to
plead with men, and to, plead for God. The earncstness'
which like the river in its course, is fed'by secret
springs ftoni the throne of God and the iamb.

The collections, though perhaps flot as larg-e as they
nîaght have been, far exceeded ouie expectations, and
the missionaries expressed thémnselves eûcouraged with
the interest taken. The- rësults' we cannot tell, they
are too far reAching. We follow thým with expectant
prayer.
