A Stronp Movement for the Return
to the Ancient Faith.

What 6s the religious standing of the,
Narwegianst Unfortunately 1 can-
not give you the pleasing information.
that tyou ¢ 1d I would wish. But thare
§{s womething that will please you in
the very begimning. With but few
exceptions, the Lord be praised and
thanked, all Norwegians validly bap-
tized and xeligiously inclined are to
the present day by far the most of
them cemnants of the faithful old
Ndrwegian Catholics. As you are
aware, Ndrway was once cntirely
Catholie. Even the primitive Nor-
wegians, the Vikings, have taken
grom the then Catholic countries not
only the gold and silver, but also
many Christian maxims. With Haa-
&en the Good, who reigned {rom 936-
061, Norway had a Chmstian King. As
a true Christian king, Olaf Trygves-
son reigned firom 995-1000 But first
through Olaf the santly, who wicld-
ed the sceptre from 1015-1030, did Nor-
way become truly CLr.stian. With a
burmng zeal he sought to destroy pa-
ganism, and in the battle against the
remman.s of paganism on the fictd of
Sticklestad he died a hero's death and
won the martyr's palm. s death
was both a victory for himself and
Chustiapity. Even those who had
wlan hun soon honored him as againt,
Over a sifrime of gold, silver and_pre-
cious atones which cnclosed his sac-
red gemaxns there was erected at
‘Tramdhyem a Cathedral so bheautiful
and stately that even to-day, although
its beauty is waning, it i3 warthy of
a place alongside of the handsomest
wtructures in Europe.

NORWAY'S EARLY cuunrcH.
In Trandbyem an archbighopric was
established, under whose jurisdiction
no less tham ten bishoprics exist. And
there exivted everywhere real Cath-
ohic spirt*.  In the Crusgade the Nur-
wegians fought hke lious for the holy
sepul.ire of cur Redeemer. They
were always on their guard when the
worldly powers sought to create o
«Kulturkampt.” Churches and con-
vents were everywhere erccted, in the
homes blossomed forth all Chiristian
viriues, aaud in the convenis the evan-
gelical councils were adhered to. The
Catholic period was o model ane for
Norway both spitituaily and muterial-
ly. But then came the unforiunate
Reformation Lrom Germany To the
aredit of tae old Norwegions be it
waid, they ncither wished nor sought
the mew doctrine. The Danish king,
of which Notway was g dependency,
Ve ng ovuricious for thé property of

DRATH AND BANISHMENT.

}Vl\ou the Danish kings noticed that
&0 few of the Norwegians had the, de«
mre to become Protestamts, theym-
posed the panalty of death upon every
Catholie priest who wauld set foot on
the soil of Norwwy, and also deereed
the bamhiment of all Cathelies. ™Y
Iasted until 1841, The Jesuit Fath-
ers nevertheless made  frequont at-
tempts to re-establish tlwe  Catholic
aeligion, but the most they counld ae-
complish was that for centuries they
offered prayers and the Holy Saen-
fice of ‘the Mass for the retunyof tlus
once Christian country to the Mother
Church, from which it has ven sepa
arated for 300 years. Many of the
old cathedialz and churches are to-
day in the possession of Protestants
who hold theur sorvices withinathose
saared halls, even in the beautiful
Cathudral at Trandhyem. For more
than 300 yeans the altars have been
deseerated, the tabernacle  deserted
and the sanctuary lamp extingumshed,
the graces of the Holy Sacrifice of the
Mass and the S.arament. of Penance
lost, the sacied relics, even those of
St. Olaf, destroyed. Only two tlnngs
paved the old Morwemans, who were
faithful Catholics~the valid baptism
and the Chistian spirit. f

EFFECT OF THE REFORMATION

Though it is true that many Nar-
wegians say with Luther that faith
alone is necessarv far salvation theve
are still many hundred thousand,
Christian souis who hold good works
in lgh esteem and practice them zeal-
ously. Though they have been taught
to believe only what the Bible teaches,
in reality many believe a great deal
that has bwen taught them by tradi-
tion. While their pastors are recog-
mized as being in authorily as regards
the material welfare of the congrega-
ituons, it is a fact that theytlook vpon
them as Temmresentatives of God, un-
fortunately even then when they give
utterance to mistrepresentations of
Catholic docirine and practices, c¢ven
when they are betler informned. As,
far cxample, that Catholics warship
the saints aund obtain forgivencss of
gins for money. It is to bef regretted,
but it shows why well-mcaning Pro-
testants, who is their simplicity be-
lieve these calumnics, are not favar-
ably disposed towards the Catholic
Churoch. |

NORWEGIANS A RELIGIOUS PEO-
PLE. .
1 have said that the great majority
of tho Norwegians are religiously in-
clined. But there is x1so a minority,
namely, the so-¢ulled refined clement,
who, although not firmly bound to
frotestantusm, have drifted into Lib-
eralism and have become Free Think-
ers, although it cannot be said they
ate hostile to and assail reigion and
Cliristianity, as the Liberals und Free
‘Thimkers do in othes countries. Every
one has a certain respeet for religion
amd ¢hie Govermmnent Lakes religion for
1. guide in all its Jaws and ordinances.
Others more religiously inclined feel,
but will not uckpowledge thal the
Lutheran Church established by the
State does not satisfy their spiritual
needs, and these have affihiated with
otlier Protestant sccts, vhich exist
hore in lsrge numbers.  Others follow
the inherited Lutherism bimdly. and
atthough Lkardly two of the sects have
the same behef, yet all are united\in
thesr opposiiion te Cathohzty. And
timally, there are othets, and they are
many, who since the Catholic Church
18 agan o the ascendancy  in
Norway, belmve that it is a Divine
snstitution. They bave seen the mis-
sionaries and nuns at work aad have
becotne impressed by theit w ords and
deeds.

“Christian Wark,” commenting on
an article avhich lately appeared in an
Edinburgh newspaper, showing the
progress made mn Scotland during the
past century by the Catholic Church,
says thot assuredly thns advance ot
Catholicizy 1n the land which  was
wont to be krown as “Bible-loving
Scotland,” calls for serious considera-
twon. 'The figures given by the Kdin-
burgh papee, declared by a well-in-
forined Cotholic of thac city to beun-
der rather than over tle muark, are
as follows ,—“In 1800 t 1 re were only
twelve baptisms in Edinburgh. Last
year there were 1,268, In the former
year ‘there was only one Roman cath-
ohc place of worship in Edinburgh;
now there are three chapels and a
cathedral.  Seventy yexrs ago Scat-
land bad twenty-six chapels and six-
ty four praests; len years ago there
were 332 churches, and 348 pricsts;

461 priests. Ihere ate algo about 360
schools and about fifty convents and
other wnstitutions. The Catholies of
Scotland do-day number 365,000.
