THE U. S. MARRIAGE LAWS.

It in nodoubt, ina moral sense, a step in
the right direction for the United Statea to
take action in relation to the Mormon blot
on their social eacutcheon, and the report of
the Utah commission may cn general grounds
be considered matisfactory.

tegrity of the press cxhibited sftsr the man-
ner of the Mail. Bat the strife and confusion
threatened for its own ends, whatever they
may ba or by whomsoever promoted, will not
come, The good sense of the people will not
tolerate it and will promptly make short work
of whataver incendisry may turn the machine.

THE ‘“MAIL” AND QUEBEC.

The abominslle attacke of the Mail on this
Province have not passed unchallenged by
Mr, Matthew Ryan, well known in this city,
but now of Winnipeg.
