Gentlemen,

In accordance with the resolution of Council adopted on
the 22nd December 1013, instructing me to inquire into the
number of public libraries established in Montreal, the num-
ber and nature of the books contained therein, the’conditions
on which the public is admitted into said libraries, and the
number of persons frequenting the same annually’ I made
such inquiry and the result thereof is as follows:

Fraser Institute, — 66.000 english and french volumes and a
large collection of engravings, pamnhlets, reviews
and newspapers. Numerous historical and technical
works. Frequented during the past year hy 116,287
persons, and 100,000 volumes lent and read out-

- side of the Institute on deposit of $3.

Civic Library, — ahout 12,000 volumes, including reviews,
newspapers and pamphlets, 7.000 of which are tech-
nical works or books of reference and 35,000 are
literary and historical works: 4.200 in the english
language and about 7,500 in the french language.

Frequented, last year, by about 22,000 persons.

To this must be added the St. Cunegonde Civic
Librarv, which contains 2.000 volumes, fifty per
cent of which are historical. scientific and technica
works. and which was freauented, during the past
year, by about 8000 persons.
