important forum and centre for co-ordinating practical work on future non-proliferation,
arms control and disarmament. Canada will urge Allies to pursue consistently this
objective which is a vital aspect of their efforts to provide for their security and defence.

Canada has proposed that the Alliance agree at the Washington Summit that NATO
review its nuclear policy and its relationship to proliferation, arms control and
disarmament developments. This review and complementary activities by the Alliance
would send an important signal to would-be proliferators that both nuclear disarmament
and non-proliferation are issues the Alliance takes seriously. Taking into account that
NATO works on the basis of consensus, Canada will continue to urge NATO partners

to consider the impact on potential nuclear proliferators when considering the
characterization of the purpose of NATO nuclear forces.
