He was discharged in 1945 as a
Lieutenant Commander .

Service career with the Trade Commissioner Service which he
joined in 1945 and with which he served in Sydney, Shanghai,
Bombey, Madrid, Bern,and New York where he was Deputy Counsul
General from 1959 to 1964 .
