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ment said that Germans who have become
naturalized British subjects are flot affected,
but it also went on to say that enlistments
were to be invited. I should like to ask
whet.hier, if this dispatch is correct, such action
is calculated to maintain good relations ho-
tween difforent classes of Canadian citizens,
and also as to wbether or flot the German
consul would nlot be exceoding bis rights here
in Canada.

Right Hon. W. L. MACKENZIE KING
(Prime Minister) :Mr. Speaker, before I
answer my hon. friend 1 should like to make
inquirios as to the actual communication
made by the German consul. After having
seen it, I shalîl reply to my bon. friend.

WAYS AND MEANS

CANADA-UNITEn STATES THADE AGREEMEN T

The bouse in committee of ways and means,
Mr. Sanderson in tbe chair.

Resolved, that the fiscal treatment accorded
to goods, the produce or manufacture of the
United States of America, by the trade agree-
ment between Canada and the United States
of America, signed ýat Washington, November
15, 1935, be agreed to so that thore ay be
introducod a bill giving the said trade agree-
ment the force of law in Canada.

Rigbt Hon, W. L. MACKENZIE KING
(Prime Minister): Mr. Chairman, 1 tbink we
bad botter bave a clear understanding as to
procedure in committee at the present time.
The purpose of the resolution is to consider,
as I said, the fiscal treatment accorded y
the trade agreement to goods, tbe produce or
manufacture of the United States of America.
The trade agreement contains; a sehedule of
rates to apply to commodities specified therein
imported from the United States. The con-
sideration of the article to wbicb this schedu]e
is attacbed and of the schedule itscîf would
of course cover the changes in the rates
applicable to imports from tbe United States.
There are other clauses in the agreement whicb
I should imagine the committee would also
wjsh to consider in connection with the
sebedules. Tbey will bave to be considered
some time, oither wben tbe bill itself is
beforo the bouse or now when the agreement
ia being discussed in committee of ways and
means. If the committee is agreeablo to taking
up the agreement in its entirety clause by
clause at tbis stage, I fancy it will shorten dis-
cussion in the long rua and give to bion.
members immediately detailed information
they are desirous of obtaining in regard to
many specific items as we]l as to the agreement
as a whole. If that metbnd is acceptable, I
suggest that we consider the agreement clause
by clause, and begin now witb article No. 1.

[Mr. Woodsworth.]

Mr. BENNETT: 0f course it is not within
the purview of the rosolution, but as thore
must be a bill founded upon it, and presumably
the agreement will be attached as a scbedule
to the bill, and will he considered in comn-
mittee of tbe wbole bouse, tbe unly question
is wbethor or not it is desîrable to do it now
or wben the bill is beîng deait with. To me
personally it is a matter of indifference. But
it is clear that if tbe bill founded on the reso-
lution is introduced and the agreement attacbed
as a schedule, when the committee goes into
committee on tbe bill tbe wbole matter will
be open for discussion. Tbat may be the
botter place.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: When the
Britisb bouse considered tbe Canada-United
Kingdom agreement the Chancellor of the
Excbequor before introducing the bill at aIl,
inoved the bouse into committee of ways and
means to consider the tariff cbanges involved
in the agreement. WVe are following that
course because we think it the prof orablýe one.

I should like to say to my right hon. friend.
if hoe will pardon my doing it at this moment,
that I think ho w'as mistaken at an carlier
stage in the dobate in saying that bis gov-
ernmont had followed the same procedure.

Mr. BENNETT: No, not the samne pro-
ceduro as in England, the saine procedure
as adopted in regard to the treaty with Franco.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: Not the same
proceduro as we haveo adopted in connection
with this agreement. I have looked up the
Journals and find that the followving was the
order of procedure in connection with the
Canada-United Kingdom agreement: On Oc-
tober 12, 1932, my rigbt bon. friend moved a
resolution approving the agreement. The reso-
lution was agreed to on November 3. On
November 7, Bill No. 8 was givon first read-
ing. On November 8 it was given second read-
ing. On Novembor 21 tihe bill was reported in
committee of the whole, and on November 22
given third reading. It was not until after
third reading, namely on November 24, that
the rosolutions woro adopted in committoe of
xvays and moans, reportod, road tho second
time and concurred in.

I am proposing that we tako up in committee
of ways and moans, before we introduce the
bill at all, consideration of the fiscal matters
referrod to in the agreement.

Mr. BENNETT: There is, 1 suppose, no
point in discussing the mothods that were
adopted at other timos. What we did with
respect to the British agreement ivas the saine
as in respect to the Frencb troaty. Lest year
wo adopted a trede agreement with Poland,
