‘COLUMBIA RIVER—OBSERVANCE OF BILL OF
RIGHTS BY PROVINCIAL AUTHORITY

treaty projects who want to know where they
stand.

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In view of the agreements between the
government of Canada and the government of
British Columbia with respect to the Co-
lumbia river treaty and protocol, would the
minister inform the house if under these
agreements there is any obligation, expressed
or implied, on the part of the government of
British Columbia that the B.C. power and
hydro authority will be required to observe
the provisions of the Canadian Bill of Rights
in its dealings with its employees and all
other persons?

The hon. member is
now asking for a legal interpretation or opin-
ion, and for this reason the question cannot
be accepted.

COLUMEBIA RIVER—AMOUNT PAID BY U.S.
AND EXPENDITURES BY B.C.

On the orders of the day:

Hon. Jean-Luc Pepin (Minister of Mines
and Technical Surveys): While I am on my
feet, Mr. Speaker, may I answer the hon.
member for Kootenay West. He has been
very good today and has not had many
answers.

Recently the hon. member for Kootenay
West asked me for a comparison between
United States payments—he referred to them
as contributions, but they are in fact pay-
ments—to the cost of Columbia river projects
in Canada and the amounts being spent by
British Columbia on those projects. This in-
formation was confidential. However, always
eager to please the hon member for Koote-
nay West, I have obtained authorization from
the government of British Columbia to make
these figures available to the public now. I
am told that as of March 31 this year the
Columbia river treaty fund, including interest
earned, stood at $295,917,782. Expenditures on
treaty projects by British Columbia at the
same date, including interest charged, stood
at $97,914,505.

Mr. Herridge: That shows where we are
going.

STATEMENT ON NATIONAL GRID STUDY
