SEIZURE OF STILL

Question No. 1,557—Mr. Godin:

1. In the case of the seizure of a still, who must
pay for the costs of the investigation and trial?

2. Does the law allow the disposal of the seized
goods before a verdict of guilty is delivered against
the accused?

3. How are the seized goods disposed of?

4. If the seized goods are sold, who takes posses-
sion of the proceeds?

Hon. L. T. Pennell (Solicitor General): 1.
Investigation expenses are borne by the
R.C.M. Police. Crown counsel is paid by the
Department of National Revenue. If trial is
by way of summary conviction and the ac-
cused is adjudged guilty, trial costs are as-
sessed against the accused; if the accused is
adjudged not guilty trial costs are borne by
the R.C.M. Police. If trial is by indictment,
costs up to and including the preliminary
hearing are paid by the R.C.M. Police and
subsequent costs are paid by the province.

2. Yes, but subject to the right of the per-
son concerned to make a claim therefor and
have the forfeiture adjudicated by the Ex-
chequer Court.

3. Seized goods may be disposed of by re-
lease to a claimant, sale by tender or, destruc-
tion, if they have no commercial value.

SHORT WEIGHT SALES OF MEAT

Question No. 1,582—Mr. Saltsman:

In the period from April 1965 to April 1966,
were any complaints regarding short weight sell-
ing of meat at the retail level received by the
government and, if so (a) how many (b) how many
of these complaints were placed by consumers (c)
how many were placed by government officials and
inspectors (d) what action was taken in regard
to these complaints?

Hon. Robert Winters (Minister of Trade
and Commerce): Yes: (a) statistics are not
maintained on the number of complaints, nor
on individual commodities; (b) see (a); (c)
though not categorized as complaints, depart-
mental inspections for short weight infrac-
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tions of all commodities, in the calendar year
1965, were made at 14,398 retail outlets; (d)
all complaints from the public, or problems
evident from the department’s own program,
are investigated and, where indicated, appro-
priate corrective action is taken by warning,
and if necessary, prosecution.

WEIGHT INSPECTIONS OF MEAT SALES

Question No. 1,583—MTr. Salisman:

In the period from April 1965 to April 1966, were
any inspections in regard to accurate weight of
meat products sold at the retail level carried out
by the government and, if so (a) how many (b)
how many infractions were noted (¢) what action
was taken in regard to these infractions?

Hon. Robert Winters (Minister of Trade
and Commerce): Yes: (a) statistics on in-
dividual commodities are not maintained;
a sampling of all short weight inspections
projects approximately 171,000 meat packages
were inspected; (b) a similar estimate would
indicate approximately 10 per cent beyond
tolerance; (c) such infractions are brought
to the attention of traders, and follow-up
shopping is done; if appropriate corrective
action is not indicated, prosecutions are
launched. In the calendar year 1965, 1641
retail outlets were shopped resulting in 115
prosecutions.
