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“German Tales of Victory,

Battles Proceeding in Western Galicia Give No Founda-
tion to Talk Even of Partial Success---Austrians -
Report Occupation of Tarnow, While Ger-
mans Claim Seizure of Dukla Pass.

WASHINGTON, May 6.—The Rus-
sian embasgsy received the Zfollowing
despatch from the Russian minister of
foreign affairs taday: :

The Russians defeated their
enemy af QGorlice with tremendous
losses and compelled him to retreat

German troops are continuing to be
rushed to Cracow.. The fighting in
the vicinity.of this city i reported
to be the cruelest of the war. -

While the 'Austrians tonight only
claim that they occupied Tarnow tos
day and the heights to the east of
this position, the German war office
told Berlin that in western Galicia
Gen, von Mackenzen broke down the
Russian rear guards after a desperate
resistance, and crossed the Wisloka
River above and below the mouth of
the Ropa. Thev algo claim that they
seized the Dukla Pass, the Dukla road
and the Town of Dukla.

A German official statement which
givés no detalls claims that the Aus-
tro-German army has taken 4(,0Q0.
prisoners east of Tarnow, and from
ncrth of that place to the Upper Vis*
tula River, on the right bank of the
Donajec River. “It is worthy to note.”
says the statement, ‘“‘hat this is the
Russgian front”” The Germans claim-
ed that they had won a big sucgcess
in this theatre several days ago wh
the capture of 30,000 prisoners,
the reference to this theatre as being
the Russian front appears to be re-
cession from their preVious clayms
that they had crushed the entire Rus-
sian front.

The -Berlin statement also reports
that General von der Marwitz is con-
ducting an attack on the Russian posi-’
tions in the Beskids in co-operation
with an -Austrian army, and that-.his
attacks are fayorably progressing. -

WILLARD-JOHNSON FIGHT

JERSEY CITY, N.J., May 5.-—The ac-
tion of Frederick ¥. Freed, collector of
the port of Newark, N.J., in refusing to
allow the entrance of photographic films
of the Willard-Johneon fight at
was upheld by Federal Judge omas
Haight of the United States district
court here ‘today. Judge Haight denied
the application of T. Lawrence Weber for
an injunction to restrain the collector
from interfering with Weber in entering
the films thru the Newark ' customs
house. o

The application was made upon the al-
legation by Weber's counsel that the act
of congress under which the films were
barred is unconstitutional because con-
gress exceeded its powers as defined in
the commerce clause. The judge. held
the act to be constitutional. o

Counsel for Weber stated that Judge
Haight would sign appeal papers so ‘that
the appeal would come before the United
States Circuit Court. of Appealsin Tren-
ton, Monday. If the appeal is unsuccess-
ful there, another appeal will be taken-to
the United States Supreme Court, the at-

torney said.
