CURRENT T?ADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

Businiss of the weck has been dis-
turbed by the holiday, in the Queen’s
Birthday. We do not know that lnmber-
men grumble at this, but it is a fact, that
the thread of business is always broken
by seasons, however brief, of this kind.
That these conditions are offset by ad-
vantages of more than & counterbalancing
nature,needshardly toheremarked, though
this is nut the place to discuss that phase
of the question.  Aside from thns fact, the
week's 1ccord is of an improving nature.
There is & better movement of stocks,
whether we glance at the home muarket,
orto the export.  Building opeiations are
active m Toronto, and also in many other
cities and towns thicughout the provincee.
These are helping to bring a certain
measure of business to lumber, for lumber
15 gomyg mto consumption, to greater
or lesser estent, by these operations.
Canacian lumbermen, who have within
the past week or two returned irom busi-
ness trips m the eastern states, report
rather more caseinsecuring orders, though
none can boast of anv large transactions.
Whatever another season may bring forth,
Wt seems quite certain that buying this
year will be on a caseful scale.  As
general trade revives and Jumber is want
cd, orders will be placed for stock, but he
will be a bold man who will goin for the
heavy purchase , that a few years ago
was the rule with even those who con-
aidered themselves shrewd and careful in
their busmess methods. Prices are sta-
tionary. Whether the future will tell of
an advance, or decline, we shall not pre-
tend to say here.  Various circumstances
enter into the situation, and some of these
we have taken occasion to discuss in the
cditorial pages of the monthly cdition ofthe
LuMBtRMAN, that goes into readers
hands with this issue of the WEERLY.

QUEBEC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

Shipments of lumber from Montreal to
Quebec ports are multiplving.  Shippers
of stocks for the United Kingdom at this
end are well pleased with the manner n
which the season has opened, and unless
some labor troubles enter into the situn-
tion n Great Bntamn, even with a seport
of a depressed market there, the stocks of
white pine that will go from this side of
the Atlantic for the present scason, will
run into good size. The loading of the
Cynthéana, at Moutreal, with lumber for
Manchester direct, 15 bemng watched with
interest Dy shippers on this sidy of the
water, and also at point of destination.
1t is oncof the important results of the
building of the Manchester ship canal.
Shipments of lumber at New Brunswick

ports conunue to increase in volume.
Good results are coming from those who
have been cultivating the United States
market. Spruce is cutting an important
figure in shipments this year, and it looks
as though the business of the year will be
augmented 1n a profitable mannee by the
advance in prices that bas taken place
this season, a result of the vrganization of
the Northeastern Lumbermen’s Associa-
tion. In contrast with conditions in some
other parts of the Dominton lumibermen
of New Brunswick, are congratulating
themselves on the splendid manuer in
which the drives arc conung along this
season,
BRITISHL COLUMBIA.

It 15 to be said of lumber trade in British
Columibia that it continues active, and
whilst no boom is on, there is reason for
the trade feching satistied with the result
of business so far in the present year.
Exports abroad and shipments- to the
United States are in good number and
size, whilst localtrade in the province and
the Northwest territories is of decent pro-
portions.;

UNITED STATES.

The reported injury done to the grow-
my wheat in diffcrent States of the Union,
has had a tendency to create depressing
fears among lumbermen, asin commer-
cal oircles clsewhere.  Most  Siates,
and some in particular, were building on
a good harvest to bring back trade to its
natural healthfulness. It is a question,
however, whether as much injury has
been done to the crops as was generally
reported. Usually the first reports re-
ceived of this kind are the worst.  Ship-
ments of the week are rather better than
those of preceding wecks in the montbh,
and will 1ound up a fair month's trade for
May. Purchases of pine are, of course,
smallin volume, but there are more of
them than has been the casc lately.
Whilst this careful mcthod of buying is
discouraging to those who have large
quantities of lumber to sell, and isin de-
cided contrast 1o conditions in other
years, yet it is not an unhappy state of
affairs. It tells of a measure of careful-
ness that will go a long way to restore
confidence and invite larger and better
trude in the future.  Late tains have re-
moved some of the anxicty touching the
log drives, and in Wisconsin and other
districts, where a good deal of pinc has
been cut, and it was feared the iogs would
be hung up, :tis now belicved that these
will come along without further hindrance.
This means, of course, a considerable
pinc output in these districts, something
that may not help prices. In castern
narkets, where Canadian lumbermen are
