In the recent
house the New England membership
consists of 26 Republicans and four
Democrats, the four Democrats being
from Massachusetts, The Democrats

#lide, the Republicans seem likely to
elect eight members from Massachu--
setts, where they now have ten.

19.
Republican Losses.

Some heavy Republican lesses in the
middie Atlantic states are expected.
These states now have in the house 77
Republicans and 24 Democrats. New
York has 25 Republicans out of a total
of 37 in the delegation. The conserva-
tive pre-election figuring gives the Re-
publicans 18 in the next house. Other
districts—some normally Republican—
and some normally Democratic
are doubtful. A net gain of at Jeast
seven seats by the Democrats in New
York is to be expected.

In Pennsylvania there are three
four doubtful districts—now Republi-
can—where the chances favor the De-
mocrats. The Pennsylvania Republi-
can in greatest danger is John Daizell,
high priest of high protection, and one
of the standpat leaders at Washina-
ton, who narrowly squeezed in when
the nominating primaries were held.

- Where Insurgency Rules.

Passing to the middle west—starting
with Ohio and taking in the country to
mountains—we find seventeen
states that now have in congress 103
Republicans and 54 Democrats. This is
the domain of militant insurgency.
Overwhelming victorles weére won
thruout most of these states by pro-
gressive Republicans at the primaries,
and where insurgent Republicans are
standing for election in nominally Re-
publican districts thelr prospects of
election have been regarded as far bet-
ter than those of stand-pat nominees,
taking it big and large.

$IR CLIFTON ROBINSON DEAD

Pioneer of Electric Traction in London
Expires Suddenly in New York.

NEW YORK, Nov. 6.—Sir Ciifton
Robinson, managing director and en-
gineer of the London United Electric
Tramways, and director-of the under-
fm‘wunqm dled sud-
SR o, ¥ g

Bir_Clifton. Robinson, Kt 3.P., was
born at Birkenhead, January 1, 18as.
He joined the staff of the late George
Franels Train, who laid the first tram-
way In E in Birkenhead, in 1860.
Since that time he had been closély
connected with similar en s in
Englend, America and the continent.
At Los Angeles, Cal., he gonstructed
the first system of cable and electric

cars.

He was the pioneer of electric trac-
tion in London. He designed and con-
structed the first electric line in Bris-,
tol. As managing director and engin-
eer of the Imperial Tramways Co., he
constructed and reorganized the Dub-
lin Southern District Eléctric Tram-
ways and. the Middlebrough, Stockion
and Thornaby tramways. In 1903 he
was concerned in the promotion of the
great ‘‘tube” rallway system of Lon-
don, and in 1906 he carried into success-
ful operation thru bookings  between
tramways and railways in London.
