HAMILTON, April 3.—Speclal.—At
the Custom Tallors’ Union meeting to-
night in Labor Hall, the union's decl-
sion of last week not to work with
non-union men was reaflfirmed. While
the men are determined in the action
they have taken, #t is Dbelleved 4
strike will be averted by the non-
union men paying up their/dues, and
thereby reinstating themselves in ‘the
union.

convineing.
| Twaq tragic motives are interwoven
i into the web of the drama. One is
sordid and the other strikes a deeper
and truer note. In that way they are
