JOHN WORR’'S CASE,

Hospital Physicians and Nurses Deny That
the Man Was Neglected.

The statements madde by Delegate O’Don-
oghue In the Trades and Labor Council
that John Worr had been neglected.in the
General Hospital are strongly denied by
the hospital authorities. Dr. O’Reilly, the
superintendent of the hospital, is away on
his holidays, but Dr. Rannle, who is at
present In charge, has made most diligent
enquiries regarding the comiplaint and finds
that when Worr wag admitted to the hos-
pital he was placed in the care of Dr.
Graef, who, toTether with the nurse that
attended the sick: man, denies most em-
phatically that Worr was allowed to lle
all night in, his vomit, or that he was
neglected in "any mauner whatever. The
nurse appealed to the patlents who occu-
pled cots at each side of Worr and /they
denied that there had been any neglect.

Worr, the doctors say, became a little
unbalanced mentally while in the hospital,
probably owing to his.iliness, and he made
such a disturbance that he had to be re-
moved for the sake of other patients, Dr.
Malloch had charge of him in his new
quarters, but Worr soon Insisted on leav-
ing the hospital. Before he went he and
his wife signed a statement to the ef-
fect that he left against the advice of
his doctor, and in doing so assumed the
entire responsibility of his action. Dr,
Malloch says that when Worr left he was

and the nurse for their kindness to him
while he was In the hospital. The doc-
tors think Mr. O’Donoghue had listened
too readily to remarks made by Worr's
widow and they court the strictest inves-
tigation.

AR
THE GHOST OF A MAN MURDERED
IN ENGLAND CALLS ALOUD
FOR VENGEANCE.

A Girl Reenacts the Crime in a Tranee.

London, Aug. 29.—Last month a man
named David Thomas, who had for a
short time been employed by Lord
Windsor as his estate carpenter, was
found shot dead in a lonely spot on the
roadshide near Fairwater, a village not
far from Cardiff. " No trace of the mur-
derer could be found, and no motive
has been supplied for the fell- deed.
David Thomas was, from all aceounts,
a quiet, peaceable fellow, well liked by
his intimates, and happy in his domes-
tic relations. He was a native of the
little fishing village Aberavon in Car-
diganshire, but he had- lived in Gla-
morganshire for some years, and had
married a respectable woman, a native
of the Vale of Glamorgan. A few
months ago he received the appoint-
ment of carpenter on Lord Windsor's
estate. He then removed with his fame
ily to the litle village of St. Fagan's,
a few miles out of Cardiff. He had
hardly settled down there when the
tragedy .took place, It happened on a
Saturday night. He had given up work
early, and had come home to cut the
grass in the little green in front of his
cottage, and to tidy up his new home.
Early in the afternoon he seems to
have grown tired of the work, and
went indoors. His wife asked him to
take the children out for a strool. He
made no reply, and his wife, busy In
another part of the house, did not pay
much attention to his subsequent
movements.
