INDUSTRIAL AFFAIRS IN ENGLAND

Little Prospeet of a Compromise in the
Engineering Strike and a Cotton
Strike Threatened as Well.

New York, Oct. 31.—A London despatch
to The Sun to-day says:

“fhe industmai situation is the gravest
yet reached. There is little prospect of a
compromise in the engineering strike. Mean-
time the trouble in the cotton trade has
reached a decisive point, and next week
may see the beginning/ of another great
war, invelving 200,000 operatives, which
will paralyze the greatest trade of the
empire. The spinners and weavers will
decide on Monday whether they will submit
to the b per cent. reduction in wages which
the employers declare the exigencies of the
trade demand.

“The lenders of tlie operatives’ unions are
using theiwr influepce to secure a negative
decision, coupled with an offer to curtail
production. It is extremely doubtful If the
manufacturers will accept the alternative,
which, “they protest, is altogether imade-
quate. They affirm, on the contrary, that
a reduction of 10 per cent. in wages is
necessary in order to mrake produstion yield
any profit. In the present stafe of the
market the reduction would have to be at
that rate to insure a protit, but agreement
with the operatives unions forbids mwore
than a 5 per cent. reduction.

““A cotton operatives’' strike on top of
the engineers’ strike would undoubiedly
weanken the chances of success of the opera-
tives of both trades. I’ublic opinion, at the
outset, will probably sympathize with the
cotton opz‘mti\;m who will resist a reduc-
tion in wages. "This sympathy will be short-
lived, as scon as the facts regarding the
Sottnn manufacturers’ dilemma are fuuy un-
erstood. : s clath iad

NRMAL SCHOOL JUBILEE

———

Celebration Was Begun With
- Divine Service -

AT METROPOLITAN CHURCH

Rev. Dr. Dewart Preached Anniver-
sary Sermon Last Night. -

The Methodist Divine Opposed to Religlous
Iastruction in Public Schools as De-
manded by the Anglican Churchmen—
Gives Somec Interesting Reminiscences
legar_dlu the Normal School of Flity
Years Ago-The Program for To-Day.

The three days’ celcbration of the fiftieth
anniversary of the founding of the Normal
School was begun last evening in the Met-
ropolitan Methodist Churcu, woen Rev. Dr,
Dewart preached the jubllee sermon before
a big congregation. Taking as Dbis test
Isaiah xxxul., 6, the doctor commented on
the tact tnat it had Deen custowmary in ad
ages to commemorate imporiant events.
Holy Writ recorded that sacob erected a
stone at a place whnicn he called bethel,
because tuere God bhad made a reveladon
to him. Then the Passover was an auni-
versary kept by the lsraetltes, Coming
down to modern times, it had necome tue
custom to celebraute the anniversaries of
great national deliverances, and to keep in
m'lgd the beginnings of great movements,

The preacner approved of suca celebra-
tions as of benent to mankind, and tihen
took up the story of the founding of the
Normal School in ‘Torouto, asserting that
the event was one whicn J.'ople of
classes and creeds might be glad to com-
memorate, He (the preacner) was one of
the thirsty souls who firsv came to drink
at thus fountain of knowledge. He wus a
raw lad in homespun when ne heard tu.wh
the school was to be opened in Toronio,
and he was overjoyed at the mews. He
had been trying to arrange to get to an-
other institution, but when the school iIn
Toronto was about to be opened he started
on foot for the city., The season of the
year was December, and he had a hun-
dred miles to walk through the smow and
cold, but he finally reached his destination,
and was welcomed by Dr. styerson and
Mr. Robertson, the heaa master. The
school prospered and became a fountzin
which sent life-giving streams to all parts
of the country.

Dr. Dewart placed the colleges ana@
schools of the country on a prane far high-
er than the Legislatures and Parliament,
and then paid his respects to a question
which ig now a live one in this city-=re-
ligious education in Public Schools, to wit.
Religious training was as needful as secu-
lar training. Christians ¢l agreed as wo
ithis. The only difference was over the
problem as to where the religious instruc-
tion should be given. He believed that
our institutions of learning should be sur-
ronnded as far as possible with moral and
religious influences, but he had, neverthe-
less, a profound conviction that the intro-
duction of religious instruction into the
Public Schools would resuii fu weakening
them. Such a step would have the efllect
of disintegrating the system, while pat-
riotism and tolerance would he cultivated
by keeping all the pupils together, so that
they might forget their creed differences.
As Tar as he could see—he did not want to
make any accusations—those who shoufed
most loudly for religious education in the
gchools did so because they wanted thelr
own particular tenetd taught. ' Tn faet,
there was more churchianity than Christl-
anity about them.
