Rev. S. S. Craig, the sociological preach­
er. continued his strictures on the Liberal 
Premier at the Guild Hail last evening. 
Thle John the Baptist of Canada, as one 
inicht fit finely style him, from hte unspa r- 
lnz denunciations of ail crookedness, had 
the thumto-screws on bis victim at the pre­
vious lecrure and last night he gave the 
screw another vicious turn. It .was Indeed 
a come down for tbe man who but a year 
ago had sat down at Imperial feasts In 
London. One could Imagine that he heard 
the most horrible crunchings and the cruel 
exclamation of the tall, gaunt executioner, 
that there was yet time for recantation,

Taking the applauding spectators Into 
hte confidence. Key. Mr. Craig read out 
toe charges :

1. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, la denouncing the 
German and Belgium treaties, had commit­
ted an Immoral act against the unity of 
nations. B.v annealing to sentiment he had 
rutobed Great Britain of a trade of £119,- 
000.000 sterling for Canada’s £20,000,000. 
He had killed Canada’s wheat trade wttu 
Germany.

2. He fallOd to grasp the idea that the 
Internal tea 
UnoorrhnxNi
apiij* <Ui auppunq inoq,e 
with the nations, refused to break doxvn 
the barriers.

3. Was In consistent in advocating cheap 
transportation xvhen he did not Interfere 
to prevent the C.’P.Il. and G-T.R. from 
charging exorbitant rates for passengers 
anil freight. Be (Mr. Craig) did not be­
lieve that cheaper transportation xx-ould 
benefit tbe masses. Three years ago when 
the apple crop was small the steamboat 
companies shipped apples to England for 
80 cents a barrel, but the next year when 
plentiful, charged $1.25 a barrel.

4. That, although Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
xx’as a’lxvavw talking of the great Interest lie 
tool: In the laboring classes, he xvas doing 
practically nothing to upset the terrible 
seething sweating system in Canada.

5. That the Canadian cities were full of 
honest, voimir emigrants of Europe, who 
had been lured to this country by toe ly­
ing circulars of the Laurier Government 
and were noxv starving on the streets for 
want of work.

Sir Wilfrid was now released In a very 
battered condition.
