Women's fitness for library work has
been proven. A genius for organization, ex-
ecutive abllity, and a knowlelge and love
of books are the requisites, and these way
call into play the best energies of the
strongest minds. The tralning course Is gen-
erally two years. The salary of a graduate of
a library school averages $000, and ranges
rom $450 to $2000. ‘t'he number of posi-
tions in this line is limited in larger libraries.
But the chance for sound educational work
in smaller places Is good. Just so soon as
the public can realize the etficiency of col-
lege-tralned librarians, then comes an out-
let for fruitful university extenslon work.
Settlement work and journa’'ism were
next touched upon. Journalism, sald Miss
Btreet, seems to be a fascinating life to
women engaged in it. Many women are
engaged as proof-readers, lhook-reviewa:is,
and translators. As actiaal reporters
women’'s work has been confined to report-
ing women’s clubs, soclal functions, etc.,
which does not offer a very hroad fleld.
Neither is editing all women's columns as
interesting as other parts of tne work. The
training necessary for journalism evems to
be an education which shall be condneive
to close observation, punctuality, rersever-
ance, and a love of books. A writer in The
Contemporary Review points out that college
women must lose much of thelr de-
sire for clear reasoning, and give way to
more superficial work it they desire to suc-
ceed in the present demands for journalistic
work. The college-bred woman is going
into nursing. As tutors, governesses, trav-
eling companions, good salari>s are pald, es-
p'eclully among Americans; they range from
$30 to $75 per month and expenses.
