In
the West York election contest nomination
day is Jan. B, 1902, The lists for 1902 will
wot be certified by Judge McDongail before
to-morrow, and bave, therefore, mot been
fn force the 60 days prior fo homination
day, to enable them to be used. It wlll}
he necessary, therefore, for all persons
to regieter who have acquired the |
right vote since the - date of
the fipal revision of the voters’
lists of 1901, which were finally certified
by the judge on Dec. 27, 1900.

Pressiug the lps agajnst a Bible, or, to
speak more correctly, kissmg a book con-
taining the Four Gospels, whic¢n is the
strict legal form—as part of an oath in 2
judicial proceeding, is a relic of h:nnran(.tv
and superstition. 1t belongs to the days
when trial by combat,walking on the water
without sInking, appiying red-hot pincers
to the flesh without being burnt, and other
genseiess practices were used as a means
of testing the truthfulness of witnesses.

1t is now altogether unnecessary, re-
strains no ome from falsehood, influences
no one to utter the truth, and the won-
der is that it was not long ago abolished

But, besides its inefficacy as a sanction
of truth, it is a positive menace to health.
Tuberculosis, syphilis and other infectious
Aiscases may easily be cemmunicated by a
germ-emcrusted Bible that has ‘heen t'h\u*fm-
| ed and licked by hundreds of people. The
?dnngor from expectorating in street cars
| and in public places is mow recognized,
! papecially since the infectionsness of cdn
| snumption has beeome generally known,
| but in taking an oath according to the
prescribed form there lurks a far more
serious danger to heaith.

If any one desires proof of how dis-
gusting and dangerous the custom is let
|him attend a, session of the Police Counrt
and observe the witnesses who handle and
kiss the Bible. The faces and hands of
many of them show only too - plainly
{he marks of dirt and disease. But should
any witness, from motives of health or
cleanliness, hesitate about imprinting the
regulation smack on the Bible the Deputy
| Chief or other officlal, ignorantly regard-
fng the hesitancy as an attempt to trifle
with the oath, at once bawls out “Kiss
! that book,”” and the unfortunate witmess,
at the risk of contracting disease, is COmm-

peitedt to obey. .

Roards of Health thruout the Province
ghonil without delay denounce the cus
tom and press upom the government the
mecessity for a change. At the comang
session of the Tocal THouse a statue
should he passed making the mecessary
amendment to the oath in ail matters over
which the Province has jurisdiction. A
! corrresponding amendment would MHkewise
| he made at the next session of the Do-
| minion parliament fn matters within its
jurisdiction. Until the change be made, it
would be advisable for all persons in tak-
ing an oath to refrain from kissing the
Bible, if not from scruples of consciemce,
at least from a desire to avold the risk
of infection.

WAR NOT EXPECTED.

Gentleman From Argentina Tells
What the Trouble is About.

Montreal, Dec. 24.—“The Republic of Ar-

gentina will make a big fight against Chill,

if the worst comes to the worst and war|

is declared between the two conutriest I
do not anticipate any such contingency,
however, for the matter has now been re-
ferred to England for arbitration, and I
expect a peaceful solution.” Thus Mr. J.
B. Rivira a gentleman from the Argentine
Republic, today discussed the possibility
of a struggle between these two South Am-
erican republics.

‘“The matter in dispute between these
two coumtries affects the boundary line,
concerning which there has always been
a difference of opinion,” said Mr. Rivira,
“It iz generally supposed that Chili would
stand a 'much better chance of victory in
such a conflict. This, however, is an en-
tirely errompous opinion.  The Republic of
Avgentina has a well-drilled army of ten

thousand men. and will make a gallant,

siruggle against Chili.

“If war occurs, I anticipate that the
strvggle will be a naval one, altho, if an
fuvasion takes place, it will be thru the
Amdes. It is also thought by many that
Chili’s naval power is superior to that of
Argentina. This I wenld not, for a mo-
ment, concede, as I know that the Re
puble in which I live has its warships
in good fighting trim.”
