Chinese Naval Officials Warned
Japanese to Keep
Hands Off,

THE CLASH WAS THRILLING.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 12.7-(5.50 pm.)—
Russia has formally protested to Ja-

- pan, thru France, against the action

of the Japanese torpedo boat destroy-
ers in attacking the Rulj;slan torpedo
boat destroyer Ryeshitelni at Chefoo
and towing her away from that port,
and that the protest has been com-
municated to the powers,

This prompt action is based ixpon
the official report of the Russian con-
sul at Chefoo, which is|very explicit
on the subject of the dismantling of
the Ryeshitelni, saying that not only
were the breech blocks| of her guns
and all her small arms removed, but
per engines were rendered useless.
The vessel therefore was reduced to
the condition of a hulk. The consul
also reported that the Japanese fired
upon the Russian sailors while they
were in the water, but that the ma-
jority of the crew suryived. Capt.
Shestakovsky was severe!y wounded.

It is stated here that| both France
and Germany are supporting at Pekin
the protest of the Russian government
against the action of |the Japanese
torpedo boat destroyers in attacking
the Russian torpedo boat destroyer
Ryeshitelni in the port of Chefoo. .
; WASHINGTON'S VIEW.

' wWashington, Aug. 12.—The report
o? the capture by the Japanese tor
pedo boat destroyers of the Russian

destroyer Ryeshitelni in the harbor of
Chefoo as conveyed to Washington by
Consul-General Fowler’s cablegiam i0-
day, was received with the deepest in-
terest and also concern, for it was
realized that there were in this in-
cident the germs of serious interna-
tional trouble.

Mr. Fowler spoke of the affair as a
“cutting out” expedition, thereby dif-
fering in an important point from the
press despatches, which at first read-
ing appeared to indicate that the-
seizure of the Russian lpat was in at

“Jeast some degree caused by the action

of the captain of the craft in attacking
the Japanese boarding lieutenant.

WAS IT A “CUTTING OUT?”

IT MAY BE THAT UPON THIS
FOINT WILL TURN THE DECISION
AS TO WHETHER OR NOT THERE
HAS BEEN A VIOLATION OF CHIN-
ESE NEUTRALITY BY THE JAP-
ANESE.

If the expedition was a genuine cut-
ting out one then there is no question!
in the minds of the officials here that
the Japanese have committed an of-
fence against international law by vio-
lating Chinese neutrality, and in ad-
dition have broken the agreement they
entered into at the beginning of the
war to limit the fleld of warlike
operations to Manchuria and Korea,
and their waters.

But if Russian|
lives have been lost, as reported in |
the press despatches, a greater com- |
plication will follow, for Russia may |
in turn hold China responsible for the
punishment of the Japanese who caus-~
ed the death of her sailors when un-
der the shelter of the Chinese port

authorities.

SITUATION DANGEROUS.

Altogether the situation is full of
danger, and the main apprehension of
the officials here is that it may le
the incident that will break down the
agreement of the powers and plunge
China into the war as a full fledged
belligerent and ally of Japan. The
consequences of such an act on China’'s
part upon existing alliances between
Japan and Great Britain and between
Russia and France can only be con-
jectured, and the prospect is so alarm-
ing that it is not doubted the Ameri-
can state department will do its ut-
most along with neutral powers 10
effect such a settlement of this inci-
dent as shall preserve the agreement
as to China in full.

CHINESE TELL THE STORY
OF THE JAPANESE RAID

Russian Captain Feared Attack and
Had Appealed for Protection
or Armament,

Interviews with Admiral Sah and
Capt. Ching, who is in command of
Saiyung, indicate that the Chinese na-
val authoritiss were more active than
was at first supposed. ~When the first
Japanese torpedo boat destroyer, tow-
ing the Ryeshitelni, departed to the
northward, the second Japanese de-
stroyer steered its course past the flag-
ship and the cruiser Haichi. The lat-
ter cleared for action and signaled to
the destroyer to stop. This was done.
Admiral Sah informed the commander
of the Japanese destroyer that the Rye-
ghitelni must be returned, as neutrality

had been flagrantly vioiated. To this
the commander of the second destroyer
replied that he would overtake the first
destroyer and return to Cheroo. -.Ad-
miral’ Sah accepted the word of honor
of the Japanese commander and aliow-
ed him to depart., The Chinese admiral
is deeply chagrined, and is ill as a re-
sult.
Japs Were Informed.

Capt, Ching says that when the Ja-

panese destroyers entered the harbor

of Chefoo he sent an officer on board |

and assured Commander Fujimoto th.t
the Ryeshitelni was disabled, and that
his officers and crew had signed a pa-
role. Later the admiral followed his
messenger and personally repeated this
information at length., whereupon Com-
mander Fujimoto said he had no de-
signs on the Ryeshitelni,

Capt. Shestakovsky, feel'ng insecure;
requested that his ammunition and one
torpedo be returned to him or a Chinese
cruiser prepare to guard him. To this
the Chinese officer on the lightship
replied that he had been ordered mere-
ly to report developments. Accordinz-
ly, Capt. Shestakovsky assembled his

crew and addressed them, saying that|?

g All the men
of the Ryeshitelni slept that night on
deck with life preservers under their
heads.
Prepared to Blow Up.

‘When the lieutenant from one of the
Japanese destroyers boarded the Rye-
shitelni, at 3.30 o’clock in the moraing,
the crew ‘which brouvght him, with
rifles in their hands and bayonets fix-
ed, followed their officer. Capt, She-
stakovsky protested against this, say-
ing: “I am unable to résist, but this is
a breach of neutrality and courtesy.”

Capt. Shestakovsky then secretly com- |

manded one of his lieutenants to pre-

pare gunpowder with which to blow '

up the Russian destroyer. To gain the
time necessary to make ready for this
step, Capt. Shestakovsky argued the
point of international law with the TJa-
panese officer, whose reply to all the
contentions of the Russian was: “Come
to the open sea and fight, or prepare
to be towed out.”

In the meantime the command was
issued quietly to the Russian soldiers
to resist the Japanese with their fists
in the manner which would be shown
them by their captain,

Went Overboard Together.

Continuing his account of the occur-
rence, Capt. Shestavesky said: “The
Japanese officer told me to surrende
and that as a prisoner my life would
be spared. This insult so stung me
that Istruck the Japanese before [
intended to. I was afriad that the exe
plosive to blow up our vessel had not
yet been prepared. My blow knociked
the lieutenant overboard. In going he
dragged me with him. He fell into the
small boat alongside. I <ell into the
water. I clung to his throat and pum-
melled him until my hold was brokan."

The crew of the Ryeshiteini mean-
while had been fighting with the Ja-
panese sailors, who used their rifies
and bayonets. The fighting men
scu ed over the deck and fell over

Shot Four Times.

There were 51 officers and men on
board the Ryeshitelni, and up to this
hour (noon) 35 have been accounted
for.

JAP CASUALTIES NUMBER 170

Escaped Vessels Seek Haven at
Shanghai, Woo Sung and
Kiaochou Bay. °

Tokio, Aug. 12.—(6 p.m.)—Admiral
Togo has reported as follows:

“On Aug. 10 our combined fieet at-
tacked the enemy’s fleet near Gugan
Rock, The Russian vessels were
emerging from Port Arthur trying to
go south., We pursued the enemy to
the eastward. Severe fighting lasted
from 1 o'clock Wednesday afternoon

until sundown. Toward the close, the
enemy’s fire weakened ;emﬂ%f);y.
His formation became cohfused, and
then his ships scattered.) The Rus-
sian cruisers Askold a;?( Novik and
several torpedo boat desfroyers fled to
the southward. Other of the enemy’'s
ships retreated separately towards
Port Arthur.

“We pursued them, and it appears
that we inflicted considerable dam-
age. We found life buoys and other
articles belonging to the Russian. bat-
tleship Czarevitch floating at sea. The
Czarevitch probably was sunk. We
have received no reports from the tor-
pedo boats and the torpedo boat de-
stroyers, which were engaged in the
attack on the ships of the enemy. ‘The
Russian vessels, with the exception of
the Askold, the Novik, the Czarevitch
and the cruiser Pallada, appear to have
returned to Port Arthur. Our damage
was slight. Our fighting power has
not been impaired.”

The casualties in the Japanese navy
numbered 170.

At Kiuchou Bay.

Chefoo, Aug. 12.—(1 p.m.)—The report
that two Russian cruisers and one
torpedo boat destroyer had entered the
port of Tsingtau, Kiaochou Bay, last
night (Thursday) is confirmed, The
cruisers are the Askold and the Diana,
not the Novik, as previously reported.
The German cruisers Fuerst Bismarck
and Thetis are preparing to leave Che-
foo for that port. Two Russian tor-
pedo boats are said to lsave been cap-
tured on the Chinese coast. It is De-
lieved that the attempt of the Rus-
sian ships at Port Arthur #o join the
Vladivostock squadron has been
thwarted.

Some at Shanghal.

Washington, Aug. 1§—United States
Consul-General . Goodnow cabled the
state department to-day from Shang-
hai that a Russian torpedo boat de-
stroyer had just arrived there, and
that four Russian cruisers were ex-
pected to-morrow. .

It is understood here that if the

vessels intend to remain more than 24
hours at Shanghai they must dis-
mantle and remain tied up until the
end of the war. Probably the treaty
of peace, which will finally conclude
the war ’t}etween Russia .and Japan
will contafn a paragraph making dis-
pesition of the Russian #essels, which
have thus. taken refuge in Chinese
waters.
Confirmed at Berlin.

Berlin, Aug. 12.—The foreign office
confirms the arrival last night at
Tsingchou (at the entrance of Kiao-
chou Bay, the German concession), of
the Russian battleship Czarevitch (not
the protected cruiser Askold), the pro-
tected cruiser. Novik and an unnamed
torpedo boat- The Czarevitch is not
seaworthy, having been damaged in
Wedneday's fight.

Askold Badly Damaged.

anghai, Aug. 12.—(Night.)—The
Russian protected cruiser Askold ar-
rived at Woosung to-day with her fifth
funnel gone close to the deck, all
the funnels riddled with shell holes,
one gun on the port side dismounted
and seven large shell holes above the
water line. One lieutenant and 11
men have been killed and G50 men
wounded.,

The Order to Leave,

Berlin, Aug. 13.—The government’s
instructions to Captain Truppel, gover-
nor of Kiaochou, which is in the jur-
jsdiction of the navy department, al-
tho explicit in that the Novik and
the torpedo boat must leave Tsingchou
within the twenty-four hours’ limit, 1o
not, it is understood, provide for the
possible refusal of the Russian vessels
to lea¥® that port. The Czarevitch,be-
ing wunseaworthy, must naturally re-
main in the harbor. The foreign office
probably will take no further action
until Admiral Von Prittwitz arrives
at Kiaochou and reports on the situa-
tion. >

Vice-Admiral Von Prittwitz, com-
manding the German East Asiatic
squadron, telegraphs to the navy de-
partment that he sailed to-day from
Chefoo on board the armored cruiser
Fuerst Bismarck for Tsingchou. The
German cruiser Seeadler has sailed
from Chingwantao (between Shanhaik-
wan and Taku, province of Chili, for
Tsingchou.

Not a Serious Incident.

Chancellor Von Buelow, who came to
Berlin to see Emperor William yester-
day, yeturned yesterday to Norderney
Island, Hanover, where he is spend-
ing his vacation.

This is interpreted to mean that he
does not regard the arrival of Rus-
sian warships at Kiaochou as being
a serious incident, as otherwise he
would remain here, or join the emperor

at Wilhelmshohe.

Principal Graham Tells the Story of
Quaker Faith and Practice in
Work and Prayer.

The formal public welcome to the
members of the general conference of
the Societies of Friends in Massey Hall
last night was an affair of unusual mo-

The more prominent of the menbers
mentioned as present in the afternoon
were seated upon the platform, and in
addition the premier and Acting Mayor
Jones and Dr. A. C. Courtice were also
near the chairman, Dr. Janney told
The World at the close that while the
meeting was not so large as some lie
had attended, the interest was greater
than at any previous one, The ar<"
rangements of the local committee have
been highly approved, and the satis-
faction of the visitors with Toronto
generally is frequently expressed. A
large number arrived yesterday, and
still more are coming to-day and next
week.

The proceedings began with the silent
pause which distinguishes the Friends’
devotion, and a brother prayed audibly
that the principle of love might pervade
the meetings. Dr. Janney then called
on William C. Brown, who read a letter
from Dr. Goldwin Smith, in which Qe
looked forward to attending some
the morning meetings, and wishing suc-
cess to the conference.

Aims of the Association.

Dr. A. C. Courtice, secretary of the
Friends’ Association, explained that the
association was made up of people of
all denominations, and those who were
in sympathy with the objects of peace
and the well-being of humanity, He
read a letter from a prominent local
merchant, stating that the’ attitude of
the Quakers regarding war was entire-
ly wrong, and the non-combatant idea
was especially bad for Canada. They
were confronted with 75,000,000, most'y
hostile, and Dr. Courtice’s correspond-
ent hoped the conference would not be
a success. The letter evoked  much
amusement.

Marie, Ont,, Aug. 12.—(Spe-
cial.)—An interesting situation has de-
veloped here as an outcome of the alien
labor laws of the United States and
Canada. By it Carl Johnston of Swed-
ish nationality, but who claims to have
been born in Wisconsin, found himself
cn the border line denied admittance to
either country. J

Johnston was in the Soo yestardiy
on what he claims to have been his first
visit to Canada. About nodon he took
the ferry Algoma to return to the Ame-
rican side, but when he landed at the
dock there he was denied admittance
by the immigration officers because of
the fact that he looked like a foreigner
and could not furnisn proofs that he
was born and had lived in Wisconsin,
as he claimed. He was put back on
the ferry, but when he returned to this
side the officers here showed no in-
clination to let him land, and, in fact,
refused it.

Thus Johnston found himself travel-
ing to and fro between the two.coun-
tries and unable to set foot on either.
He was a rather shabbily dressed Srrede
and not over willing to talk, for after
being refused admittance by the Ameri-
can officers he refused to say anything
of himself. He rode back and forth on
the ferry all afternoon and all evening,
and when the ferry tied up at the
American side for the night he remain-
ed on board.

This morning he was allowed to ‘and
on the Canadian side, tho being taken
in charge by the police officers. It is
not known now what will be done with
the man. He does not wish to remain
in Canada, and it looks as if he woulld
have considerable difficulty in getting
back to the United States.

Scene of @ Very Bad
Explosion. ~

St. Catharines, Aug. 12.—(Special,) =
About 6.30 this evening, just after the‘
members of the night gang had g'oti
well started to work, the two 1mmem‘e‘
boilers in the Kinleith Paper Mills |
situated on the old Welland Canal in;

blew up. The boilers were used for

boiling rags into pulp.

The explosion entirely demolished
the western wing of the mills, in which
the boilers were situated, three storeys
in height ,scattering bricks and timber
in all’ directions. A few minutes later
there was only a heap of ruins stick-
ing out of the canal to mark the spot.

Escape Miraculous.

How the four men who were work-
ing in the vicinity of the boiler escap-
ed with their lives is a question unan-
swerable. They were working rignt
under the arch leading from the main
building to the wing which was demol=
ished. 'The men were Edward Hudson
illiam Sneath, Hugh Doherty and
John Lawrence,

Hudson and Sneath were nearest tq
the boilers, axnd while Hudson was
struck on the head by falling pieces of
board and got some bad cuts, Sneath
was only scratched a little.

Robert Smith and Colin McNab, who
live| on the Dundas road, swore that
late, on Monday night they saw Xane
and| a stranger, both with what they
called ‘“‘sociable jags,” lying quarreling
in a ‘ditch-by the track, about a 'mile
and a half from where Kane's body
wag found the next morning: The
stranger appeared to know McNab, Tor
he kept addressing him familiarly by
his | nickname, “Cully,” but McNab
swore that he did not know the stranger
and neither he nor Smith was able to
get!a good look at him in the dark-
ness,

More Witnesses. =

When this evidence was taken the
jury decided to adjourn till next Tues-
day, when A. C. Beasly, who represent-
ed the crown, ppomised to have five
more important witnesses, In the mean-
time the police will be directed fo
make every effort to find the stranger
who was. with Kane. No motive for the
crime has been suggested yet, and the
only explanation thar appears on the
surface is that it was the work 0f some
drunken man.
