BUFFALO GRAIN -TRADE DROPS

Decrease of 2,500,000 Bushels This
Season to Date.

BUFFALO, N.Y., June 9—Reports
from Montreal that many steamsh|ps
salling from Montreal are carrying
water ballast Instead -of the usual

grain. cargoes are not taken by the
Buffalo grain men to méan that .the
great bulk of the grain business over
the Montreal route has been diverted
to Buffalo, as stated In the press de-
spatches sent out from the Canadian
city.

Munager Lewis bf the Marine Con-
struction Co., said yesterday that quite
a few fast boats would be added to the
Toronto Bay fleet this summer, some
of which are being constructed here,
while others are being imported from
"the American side. Mr, Jackson, agent
for the White Steam Car Co., is hav-
ing a 27-mile per hour boat built on
the other side. J. P. Bickell of To-
‘ronto has ordered from the Marine
Construction Co, ‘a 30-foot runabout,
‘to be finished in mahogany and equip-
ped with 30 horse power Roberts’ mo-
tor, and with a guaranteed speed of
22 miles per hour. It will be on the
lines of the “Blue Streak,” which .is
distancing some fast boats at Belle-
ville at the prgsent time.
