Tepted. After training in Canada, the
battalion left for overseas, on May
20, 1915. Its first big fight was ‘at
Zellebeeke in Belgium from June 2 to
June 14, 1916. when it sgreatly dis-
tinguished itself. :

Three months later came the
Twenfy-Second’'s big opportunjity at
Courcelette. The aftermath found
the corps badly mauled but- famous
for all time in Canadian and British
military annals.

City Had Been Lax.

in jthe mattter of the railways pay-
ing their share of the expenses cover-
ing the erection ©of the high Jdewvel
bridge over ithe Don River, C. M. Col-
quhoun for the city claimed that the
railway ecompanies thaid delayed pay-
ment, and ‘that interest was due until
the outstanding &ccounts were paid.
The sollicitors dor the companies
claimed that the delays occurred be-
cause the city had not rendered e final
account” of the sums alleged %o be
owing.

ThHe chairmiainof the board declared
that the city had been lax in Kkeéep-
ing the accounts relative o the wiork,
but decided that the companies owed
considerable to the city in the mat-
ter, and ordered the railways to pay
amoun'ts which would leave a sufficient
margin to cover the claims in dispute.

The ratepayens of Hgremont Town-
ship complained of lack “wof proper
train service at the station of  Holstein
(GT.R.).

SIX HUNDRED EXAMINED

Have Presented Themselves
Up to Date.

Another important ruling has been
made by the military authorities re-
specting the selecting of class 1 men
for overseas. By this ruling all class
1 men except those in category A are
parred from the present call-to -the
colors either for combatant or nop-
combatant units. The effect of this
decision by the 'militia department
will be that such non-combtatant
units as the Army Medical Corps,
Forestry and Construction drafts can-
not be filled by class 1 men who have
been categorized in B or £

Reinforcements for non-combatant
units will now only be obtained by
the enlistment of single men from 18
to 20 years or over 34, “or married
men from 18 to 45 who volunteer.

A total of 12,226 'men of Toronto
and Toronto military distriet - had up
to last night sent registration papers
to Glynn Osler. Eleven thousand
eight hundred and ninety-one of them
filled claims for exemption and 1385
reported as ready for military service.

Conference Called.

Lieut.-Col. R. H. Greer, chief mili-
tary representative for the Military
Service Act tribunals of Toronto dis-
trict, has called & conference of all
the local military representatives, to
be ‘held in Toronto on Tuesday, Oc-
tober 30. The detalls of their work
and interpretations of the exemption
clauses will be the topics.

Six huné men appeared at the
Toronto mobilization centre yesterday
for military ‘medical examination. A
total of 81 were enroled for immediate
gervice, 85 for the Canadian, expedi-
tionary force and 46 for the Royal
Flying Corps. Twenty-six of the day’'s
attested recruits came from the Bri-
tish Mission depots in the United
States. The C. E. F. recruits were
enroled as follows: 1st Battalion,
@entral Ontario Regiment, 16; York
and Simcoe Foresters, 8; Fores De-
pot, 7; Army Medical Corps, -Engi-
neers, Machine Gun Corps and No. 2
Special Servige Company, €ach one.
Of 767 men examined on Tuesday 281
were placed in A category, 111 in B,
159 in C. 20 in D. and 196 in E.
