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RIGOLETTO IS A
MUSICAL TREAT

Boston Opera Singers Scored‘
Another Triumph at the
Opera House Last Even'ng.

“The most enjoyable of the week,” was
the verdict of those who have followed
the Boston Opera Singers through their
offerings from Monday evening until the
splendid production of Rigoletto last ev-
ening.

The gemt of the grand opera week 8o
far was undoubtedly Verdi’s masterpiece,
Rigoletto, sung last night in the Opera
House by the Boston Opera Singers. A
listener in' the lobby, were he to judge by
the tremendous applause, would imagine
the house filled to. the doors, but, while
it was to be regretted such was not the
case, certainly the singers had nothing
to complain of in the heartiness with
which their brilliant work was rewarded.

It was Alberti’s night. As Rigoletto,
he was the central figure, and all through
the opera went ringing the tones of his
big, rich baritone voice, while his acting
was excellent in every phase of the varied
demands made upon him. In the second
act the difficult work called for was done
in a manner which left no room for
criticism.

Her
fine voice, and excellent singing and act-
ing abilities all found good opportunity
and none was missed. Her solo in Act 2
was heartily encored and was followed by
the presentation of a large bouquet.

Mr. Paul did his best work of the week
as the Duke of Mantua. He has not been
heard to better advantage ‘and had to
acknowledge several recalls, particularly
for the graceful aria in the last act, one
of Verdi’s best writings.

Mr. Boyle’s powerful basso was keenly
enjoyed, but the opera did not permit of
much opportunity for him. Mr. Florian
sang well as Count Monterone, and Miss
Richey and Miss Preston satisfactorily
filled smaller parts.

One of the best numbers in the opera
was the quartette int the last act sung by
Miss Darling, Miss Richey,. Signor Al-
berti and Mr. Paul. Fine as the whole
opera is, this standg forth as compelling
admiration all its own. It was sung in
grand manner and, with fine support from
the orchestra, won such a pronounced en-
core that the entire number was sung
again.

Berlin, Ont., Sept. 24.—Sir wilfrid Lau-
rier, in a telegram which he received to-
day from the Trades and Labor Congress

of Canada at Halifax, is urged to inter-
vene in the C.P.R. strike. The congress
suggests that Prof. Adam Shortt, Wm.
Nesbit, K.C., and John G. O’Donoghue
be appointed to act in a peaceful way
for a settlement.
