‘eame suddenly a most terrific’ shock,
which threw the four of us who were
standing to our hands and knees.

“Running at full speed, the boat had
;met the head of a manta rising to the
surface and coming toward us'at modér-
ate speed. Our speed carried the boat
up over the high part of the back of
the manta.

“YTwo great black fins were flung
madly into the air, almaost meeéting over
our heads and deluging us with matiy
gallons of water. hen the two fins
crashed down on the surface of the ses
with a_nofse that could have been heard
for miles.

“Just as the boat was sliding from the
back of the creature another huge manta
‘rushed up from below, strikin full on
our port bew with sufficient force to
spin the boat around until its direction
was almost revepsed. At one tim@ all
four of the great black pectoral fins were
