The News in Moncton.

Moneton, N. B, May 6—(Special)—
Moncton, in common with other parts of
Canada and the Empire, was profoundly
moved by the unexpected news of the
King's death, and the citizens generally
spoke of the empire’s loss as a personal
bereavement. Newspaper and telegraph
offices were besieged all the evening for
news of his majesty’s death, and the
news came as a great shock.

The city council was in session when
word came that the king had passed away,

LESS MEAT FOR LUNCH

Toronto Restaurants Raise Rates
Because of High Prices

(Toronto Exchange.)

The recent increase in meat prices has
had the effect of raising prices for meat
orders in the majority of the restaurants
of the city. Meat orders which last week
cost 25 cents, now costs 35 cents, an n-
crease of 40 per cent DMeat orders at
many of the smaller Junch counters have
e

been cut down in quantity, which is an-
other way of increasin "o price.

Those who have con themselves to
lighter diets of bread, butter and coffee,
have in a number of restaurants had the
portion inereased from two slices of bread
to three slices. They do not, however, get
any more butter. Repeat orders of but-
ter at some of the lunch counters are
charged for, making a ten-cent repast cost
12 cents.

Poached eggs and toast. which a short
time ago cost 15 cents, now costs 20 cents,
as there is a run on eggs on account of
the meat prices, and this keeps up the
price of eggs.
