MARRIAGE IS =
ANNULLED

Montreal, Sept. 9—The marriage of
Bernard John Dahlmann, and Gertrude
Idella Barbeau which took place in Que-
bec on September 21, 114 was annullel
yesterday by a judgment of the Superior
Court rendered by Mr. Justice Bruneau
on the wife’s petition. The ground for
dissolution was that, being a “mixed”
marriage, performed by a Protestant
minister, it could not be held legal and
binding under the Quebec civil laws.

According to petitioner the couple
went to the Bishop’s Palace at Quebec
on September 21, 1914 and asked to be
married. The request was refused both
by a priest and the Bishop because she
was a Protestant and Dahlmann a Cath-
olic. Her fiance then suggested they
should be married by a Protestant min-
ister and they went to St. Matthew’s
Anglican Church Quebec and were mar-
ried by Rev. Canan Scott by license.
Her husband then, she said repudiated
the marriage as having no binding effect
on him “spiritually, religiously, or
civilly.” There was no contestation of
the petition.
