the sub^ance of a resolution introduced 
into the congress today by delegate W. 
Busby of London, Ontario, debate on 

was postponed after warm 
speeches by several of the delegates.

The resolution called upon the con­
gress to go on record in view of recent 
events in British Columbia when the 
militia was used against labor men, as 
entirely opposed to militarism. It also 
requested the convention to declare it­
self opposed to union men joining the 
militia and to approve the action of cer­
tain international unions which forbade 
their members from joining any militia 
regiment.

* - Delegate Lyons of Winnipeg wanted 
the resolution moderated. He Said that 
as a musician himself he thought the 
bandsmen of militia regiments should be 
exempted from the provisions of the re­
solution. There were pwenty-four
in the band of each regiment and____
had to be sworn Into the regiment be­
fore they could receive their instruments 
and uniforms. There were a large nuni- 
ber of musicians who were trying to

r make some arrangements by which they , 
could serve in the bands of the militia 
regiments without being sworn into the 
regiment.

Delegate Hoop of Winnipeg declared 
that there could be no militarism with­
out music. It was “music at first and 
hell at the last.”

“Let the men get two drinks into 
them, then play “Cock ’o the North,” 
and they will fight anything that stands 
on two feet. It is no glory for a man 
to don a uniform to play music to es­
cort other men down to ships to sail for 
another land to slaughter their broth­
ers.”

Delegate Borris declared that the la­
bor congress must recognize that milit- 
iarism and the militia was opposed to 
every working man.

Delegate H. Green declared that in five 
years from today eveyy nation in Europe 
would be at the other’s throats. The 
men who were today crying for peace, 
he said, would then be compelled to 
bear arms. “War is Hell,” declared dele­
gate Green, “But strikes are worse.”

New York, N. Y., Sept. 25—“If the 

presidents and directors of the railroads 
of this country could be made to spend 
the forty-eight hours following the fun-1 
erals in the homes of the victims of rail­
road accidents they would get the hu- 

viewpoint of railroad 
wrecks,” said Charles P. Neil, ex-Unit- 
ed States labor commissioner to the sec­
ond congress qf the National Council 
for Industrial Safety here.

Mr. Neil was talking to delegates re­
presenting great railroad systems and 
industrial enterprises. Thé fhrmer fed­
eral official asserted that obsolète equip­
ment was responsible for wrecks in the 
main. Railroads would never safeguard 
passengers properly until their systems 
of management were changed, he said, 
because responsible officials.for different 
divisions of railroads were competing 
for records.
