Nice ‘Top Price Asked in the
Market This-Morning

The country market was only fairly well
supplied this morning. Tu poultry particu-
larly fresh stock was none too plentiful.
Much of what was offered was frozen, but
the fresh lines brought higher prices. In
fact high prices in both poultry and dmry
products were a feature of the market.
‘Fowl ranged from $150 to '$1.76 while
chicken sold from $1.50 to %2 and turkeys
brought about twenty-seven ¢ents.

Many local dealers have fairly large stocks,
while there are also held by the farmers
in some-places fair quantities, in the hope
that ' they will receive beter prices -even
than are now being quoted. It has been
expected today that: the market would
have been supplied better than had been
the case as. the driving was good, but
there were a great many farmers from the
outlying districts who did not bring their
produce to the city. During the week,
however, the supply was quite steady,
many of them having come in in the early
days.
