The United States recognizes with
satisfaction that the Dominion of Can-
ada is a permanent North American
political unit, and that her autonomy
i8 secure.

The United States appreciates the
advantage to the common welfare of
the continent that Canada contributes
by her own strength plus the strength
of Great Britain.

There is not the slightest probability
that racial and moral union will in-
volve any political change or annexa-
tion or absorption.

The weight of sentiment and opin-
ion is crystalized in a belief that the
present political separation is desir-
able, and will lead to the best devel-
opment of each nation.
