After one day of snow and four of 
steady rain the officers of the steamer 
St.' Denis felt like entering heaven to 
once more come soutfi to Victoria. The 
steamer leaves again to-night, however. 
She brought down a large quantity of 
fresh halibut and salmon packed in 
ice. Spring salmon is very plentiful on 
the Skeena, according to those who 
came south. Nowhere else, however, 
are there many being taken.

There were a number of passengers 
on the steamer, mostly from the way 
ports. Among these was Dr. and Mrs. 
Jamieson, of Bella Coola, and the In­
dian agent at the same place. They 1 
brought word that another sawmill was 
to start soon on the inlet. This will 
be a big one for foreign shipping trade, j

The Boscowitz line now make their 
northern terminus at Stewart at the ! 
head of Portland canal. On her last trip i 
the steamer had a large quantity of ! 
freight for that place, and when she ! 
leaves Vancouver to-morrow she will I 
have all she can carry In her hold and 
on her decks, as well as a full comple­
ment of passengers.

Ottawa, April : 27.—Four Important 
government bills were disposed of and 
progress was reported on a fifth in the 
House yesterday.

Progress was reported on Hon. F. 
Oliver’s bill to extend the time for 
taking up South African veterans’ land 
grants till the end of 1914. Mr. Oliver 
stated that there had been 6,848 war­
rants, and of these 3,142 had been lo­
cated and the transfers registered.

Hon. W. S. Fielding has given notice 
of the intention of the government to 
renew for a period of five years the 
subsidy paid to the Canadian Associ­
ated Press. The resolution sets forth 
that It Is desirable to grant aid for an 
efficient and independent news service 
from Great Britain for publication in 
the Canadian press. The proposed 
subsidy will not exceed $12,000 for the 
year ending January, 1911, and not ex­
ceeding ten, eight, six and five thou­
sand dollars for the succeeding years.

The bill to amend the fisheries act, 
which is the outcome of the joint in­
ternational fisheries arrangement with 
the United States, was taken up in 
committee and put through the first 
reading stage. Attention was called 
by J. D. Taylor, of New Westminster, 
that the depletion of the salmon fish­
eries of the Fraser river by the 
methods used by Americans in Puget 
Sound. He said that under the pro­
posed joint regulation the only de­
terrent to a raid, wihch last year 
yielded the Americans $600.000, was 
the proposed fine of $1,000. How in- 
signifleent that was compared to the 
profits was shown by the fact that 
American traps last year took $22,000 
worth of salmon in 24 hours in the 
closed season.

A. H. Clarke, of South Essex, de­
clared that the regulations prohibit­
ing fishing in the Detroit, river would 
throw the Canadian fishermen out of 
business altogether.

Hon. William Templeman, who has 
charge of the bill in the absence of 
Hon. L. P. Brodeur, explained that the 
passing of this bill did not bind either 
Canada or the United States govern­
ments to proclaim the regulation agreed 
upon' by the international commis­
sion.

The bill was given its third reading.
Hon. G. P. Graham gave notice to­

night of the renewal of the subsidy for 
a line of 200 miles of railroad from 
Montreal to a point on the National 
Transcontinental. This was in last 
year’s subsidies, and is not intended 
for any particular company. Any per­
sons who want to build the branch can 
avail themselves of the grant.

During the hour for private bills, 
H. Gervais had considerable trouble 
with the bill standing in his name to 
incorporate the Merchants’ Associa­
tion of Canada. This bill passed the 
Senate an April 13th, but to-night 
strong objection was taken to it by 
Messrs. Smith, of Nanaimo, Neeley 
and Roche. It was pointed out by 
the opponents of the legislation that 
the ietail merchants "had strongly op­
posed the co-operatiOn bills of Messrs. 
Monk and Harris this season, and 
they were now asking for similar 
powers. In spite of the protests of 
Mr. Gervais, who argued that all that 
was asked was an act of Incorpora­
tion, the bill was talked out without 
any progress being made.

London, April 27.—Beginning with the 
Incident of the theft of 10 cents worth 
of coal by the 12-year-old son of a 
Hayward's Heath blacksmith, what is 
now known as the “Bulbeck case,” 
has broken into parliament, shaken the 
British home office to its foundation, 
taken up columns of space in newspa­
pers all over England and promises to 
end in a complete overhauling of the 
country’s system of magistracy.

Alfred Bulbeck is a skilled workman, 
of whom his neighbors, patrons, clergy­
men, the police, and, in fact, everyone 
who knows anything of him, speak in 
the highest terms. He is honest, earns 
the average British workingman’s in­
come and keeps his family in comfort. 
Ten days ago his 12-year-old son 
Charles picked up a lump of coal from 
a heap in the yards of a Hayward’s 
Heath Fuel Company and tried to 
carry it away. It was too Ijeavy for 
him and he was caught.

The company prosecuted him before 
the local magistrates, a bench made up 
of Philip Secretan, the former high" 
sheriff of Sussex, and Major Farquhar- 
son and W. C. Renshaw, two big land- 
owners in the neighborhood. It was 
■conclusively shown that the boy had 
never before been in trouble, that he 
was a regular, well-behaved and stu­
dious attendant of the village school, 
that he had no use for the coal and 
that, though he admittedly took it in 
a spirit of mischief, he was anything 
but vicious.

The magistrates themselves agreed 
that he seemed a “good lad.” They 
felt, therefore, they said, that he must 
be given a severe lesson to keep him in 
the straight path. They accordingly 
sentenced him to six lashes from the 
village constable and to six years in a 
reformatory, at the same time requir­
ing his father to pay $6.50 costs and 60 
cents weekly toward his son’s mainten­
ance during the period of his impri­
sonment.

It so happened that the case was 
given rather more than the average 
amount of publicity. A tremendous* 
outcry immediately started. Home 
Secretary Winston Churchill was ques­
tioned concerning it from the floor of 
the House of Commons. He, in turn, 
telegraphed to Hayward's Heath for 
particulars. Then hè took steps to 
have the sentence modified or a full 
pardon granted. In the meantime the 
boy was flogged, however, and is still 
detained in custody until the home sec­
retary can get the necessary machinery 
in motion for his liberation.

Now a movement has been started 
toward the abolition of the administra­
tion of justice in the lower courts by 
benches of laymen and the submitting 
of them to regular lawyers for such 
positions.

The popular view is that, the members 
of the bench which acted in the “Bul­
beck case” are of the quite common 
type of English country gentlemen 
whose regard for the “rights of pro­
perty” has degenerated into a kind of 
mania. The British press charge that, 
this mania is dangerous. Magistrates 
Secretan, Farquharson and Renshaw 
offer no defence except that they think 
they did right.

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PHILIPPINES AREJAPANESE PRINCE
HERE THIS MORNING VERY PROSPEROUSTERRIFIC EXPLOSION

IN KOBE HARBOR
Visitor Says Placing of Sugar and 

Tobacco on Free List Respon­
sible for Change

Victoria, B. C.Travelling to England Through 
United States to Visit Anglo- 

Japanese Exposition
Hulk Containing Dynamite, Gelig­

nite and Detonators Blew Up 
, and Did Much Damage

“The placing of sugar and tobacco 
on the . free list of the United States 
has made the Philippines very pros­
perous,” . said F. McIntyre, customs 
appraiser of the port of Manila, who 
arrived on Wednesday on the steamer 
Awa Maru. “The prices of these com­
modities has recently advanced, sugar 
as much as 100 per cent, and tobacco 
40 per cent. The 'result is that outside 
capital is coming in, and everyone is 
looking forward to a very prosperous 
period. A number of large companies 
are being formed to operate in Manila, 
and there are a gerat many openings 
for British or Americans who wish to 
make money.”

Mr. McIntyre, who is travelling in 
company with his wife and is on his 
way to his old home in New York, says 
that Manila is one of the healthiest and 
best cities in the world. The Philip­
pines are very adaptable, and are es­
pecially strong on trades unionism. 
New unions are being formed almost 
every day and strikes are common. 
Still they are beginning to learn that it 
is useless to strike unless there is a 
good deal of provocation.

The MorOs in the outlying islands 
have been very quiet of late, but trou­
ble is expected at any time. It was tlie 
general opinion that something worild 
be heard from them soon as the indi­
cations seemed to point to another out­
break. Mr. McIntyre left for Seattle on 
the steamer after spending the morn­
ing looking around Victoria.

• Prince Tokugawa Iyesato, head of the 
Tokugriwa family and president of the 
House of Peers, one of the best known 
and most highly respected of the royal 
princess of Japan, arrived this morning 
on the steamer Awa Maru and spent a 
few hoiirs in the city. When seen by a 
Times reporter he said that they had 
had a most pleasant trip across the 
ocean, and that he would like very 
much to spend some time in Canada. 
This he was unable to do, however, as 
he had already planned to visit a num­
ber of points in the United States. He 
said:

“The object of my present journey 
is to visit the Angio-Japanese exhibi­
tion in London and to look at places 
of interest on the way. I have no other 
object in crossing America beyond de­
siring to see for myself the immense 
development which has taken place 
there arid also to refresh my recollec­
tion of the time when I passed through 
before. My present journey has no of­
ficial significance whatever, and I am 
undertaking it in quite a private ca­
pacity, and only for my own personal 
enjoyment. From time to time thp new- 
ljr coined phrase, 'The Japanese-.Amerl- 
catt War,’ appears in the foreign, news­
papers in Japan, but 1 personally can 
not imagine such a thing taking place. 
America has assisted materially in 
Japan’s progress and civilization, and 
is her benefactor, with whom the best 
terms of cordiality and -friendship ex­
ist. I sincerely hope that the friendly 
relations which so happily exist be­
tween the two countries may remain 
unchanged for many years and, in­
deed, I am convinced that this will be 
the case.

“From Seattle I am going by the 
Great Northern railroad through Chi­
cago to Pittsburg, where I hope to 
visit the Carnegie steel works. From 
there I Intend to go direct to Wash­
ington, where I expect to spend "a few 
days. During my stay in Washington 1 
hope to have the honor of being pre­
sented to the president. If I have the 
time I hope to go through Philadelphia 
to New York, where I shall embark on 
the Mauretania, which sails for Liver­
pool on May 11th. I shall return to 
Japan by Europe and the Siberian rail­
way/*

Two days before - the steamer Awa 
Maru left Yokohama a terrific explo­
sion occurred in Kobe harbor, which 
wrecked hundrers of houses, smashed 
practically all the windows in the 
city, and killed a number of people. 
The explosion occurred on a hulk which 
was moored in the harbor, and on 
which was stored immense quantities 
of dynamite, gelignite and detonators.

There was only one man on board 
the hulk at the time, and he was blown 
to pieces. Another man had just reach­
ed shore, and was unirijured. No one 
knew the origin of the trouble.

The water was blown into the air to 
a distance of 1,000 feet, and people who 
were standing on the shore were 
knocked over by the force of the 
cussion. At tile time the. steamer left, 
the work of making repairs was en­
gaging the attention of everyone.

It was admitted at the last meeting 
that the directors favored a 5 per cent, 
rate but that the action was deferred 
because the Standard Oil case and the 
Tobacco Trust decision were pending 
in the Supreme court.
