Railways, However, File Petition
for Rehearing in U. 8.

‘Washington, D. C., June 29.—The in-
terstate commerce commission to-day
orderéd reductions averaging 25 per
cent. in trans-continental railroad
fréight rates in an important series of
decisions based upon coémplaihts from
Spokane, Portland, the Nevada rail-
road commission and the Salt Lake City
chamber of commerce. The largest re-
ductions are made in rates in terri-
tory from the Pacific coast to the Mis-
souri river.

Following the decision of the com-
mission the railroads interested filed
a petition for a rehearing of the Mis-
souri river raté case in the United
States Supreme Court. The petition
acts as a stay on the action of the
commission until October,
petition for a rehearing will be
sidered by the Supreme Court.

Reductions were made in almost every
case in which Western shippers made
complaints.

The decision of the commission in the
Spokane rate case was that present rates
were excessive. The commission held that
Spokane shippers should not be required
to pay ‘the rate for shipping freight to
Spokane from Eastern points plus the
rate from Spokane to the Pacific Coast.

A similar decision was rendered in the
so-called Reno case, in which shippers of
Reéno, Sacramento and Utah points com-
plained that they were compelled to pay
Pacific Coast terminal rates.

ENGINEER GOES
10 SOOKE LAKE

MORE DATA -ON
THE 'WATER QUESTION

Burwell’s Report to Be Supple-
mented by Another From
Angus Smith

Angus Smith, c¢ity engineer, left on
Tuesday for Sooke Lake to make an
aneriod survey of the country lying be-
tween the Lgke and Leech river, such
data to be handed over to H. M. Bur-
well, so that he may be able to com-
plete his réport for the Citizens’ Water
committee,

Mr. Burwell, in the interim report
which he has already handed to the
mayor, estimates that the cost of bor-
ing a tunnel through the Sooke moun-
tains would be $30 per foot, and in the
opinion ' of almost everybody this
makes the Sooke scheme impracticable.

Mayor Morley is desirous, however,
that further data shall be placed in
the hands of Mr. Burwell, and it is to
this end that the city engineer has pro-
ceeded to Sooke. There have been but
two meetings of the Citizens’ Commit-
tee, and no hope is entertained by any
one conversant with the circumstances
that anything will be done with - the
Sooke project this year.

In the meanwhile the Esquimalt Wa-
terworks Company is busily engaged in
laying its six-inch main to supply the
city. Under the terms of ' its charter
the Esquimalt company must supply
the city with water at the rate of six
cents per thousand gallons, provided,
however, that a clear year’s notice be
given.

On Mr. Burwell's final report being
received a further meeting of the Wa-
ter committee will be held, when some
policy for the improvement of the
water supply of the city may be de-
veloped.

land, Which Was Wrecked
in Storm

Berlin, June 29.—Heartbroken but
undaunted by the wreck of the aerial
liner Déutschland, Count Zeppelin, its
inventor; announced to-day that he will

j at once comstruct an airship half the

size of the Deutschland, but with a
carrying capacity of forty passengers.

Manager Coleman, of the German
Airship Company which conducted the
trips of the Deutschland, said the fate
of the high liner would not alter the

company’s plans for passengér air
lines,

“No airship of another -type would
hgve dared to ascend in such a win@
as prevail#d yesterday,” said Coleman.
“No other airship could have weather-
ed that hurricane, The problem of navi-
gating the alr In rough weathér was
solved by the Deutschland’s “ascension
yesterday, but the problem of alighting
in rough weather is unselved.

“Our faith in commercial aviation is
unshaken, and we will continue our
plans for aerial passenger lines.”

The Deutschland made the first pure-
ly commercial aerial flights < séveral
days ago. Yestérday's disastroys . trip
was the third of any consequence made
by the big “palace of the skies.” After
remaining on the ground for two days
awalting better weather, the operators
of the Deutschland decided to. brave
the wind and ascend yesterday with
more than & score of reporters aboard.
The reverse rhotor failéd to work and
the big ‘liner was driven before the
wind for'100 miles before crashing to
the ground, near Ibury, an almost total
wreck.

It was learned to-day that three of
thé Deutschland’s passengers weére in-
jured internally when the craft plunged
to earth. While it was still someé dis-
tance above thé Leutbiurger forést a
meémber of the ctew, named Hohen-
stein, Dbecame  panic-stricken and
jumped from the car.

The wreckage of the Deutschland
wag gathered up and shipped to Fried-
erichshafen to-day. . The vessel cost
$300,000, of which two-thirds = was
salved. The balance was uninsured
and will be a total loss. The troops
guarded the wreck 1ast night.

QUESTION OF DUTY.

‘Washington, D.C., June 28.—Sécretary
of the Treasury McVeagh has ruled
that certain importations containing
about 5 per cent. of merino wool and
90 to 95 pér cent. goat hair brought to
the United States oon what are ‘com-
monly called capskins, from South Af-
rica, and which -are of Persian origin,
aré properly dutiable at 3 cents per
pound. The courts had held that such
importations are dutiable at 10 cents a
pound, as merino wool. The Glovers-
ville, N. Y., and other glove interests
were represented at hearing which the
secretary gave on the subject yester-
day. The skins on which the wool come
are used in the manufacture of gloves
and it was ocontended that if importers
were required to pay. the high rate.of
10 cents, it would seriously interfere
with their business.

JURY IN BRIBERY
* CASE FAILS TO AGREE

Out for 115 Honrs But Unable to
Reach Verdict—Récord for
Illinois Court

(Times Leased Wire.)

Chicago, June 29.—After having been
out 115 hours considering the évidence
in the trial of Lee O’'Neil Browne,
charged with bribery in c¢onnection
with the election of Willilam Lorimer
to the United States senate, thé' jury
in the case -reported to-day that it
could not agree upon a verdict. The
jury was thereupon discharged by
Judge McSurely.

When court convéned at 10 o’c¢lock to-
day the indications were that the jury
would disagree. They plainly appeared
restive under the rigors of their long
confinemeént, and -Judge McSurléey had
announced that unless an agreement
were reached to-day he would dismiss
the jurymen.

The jurors ' appeared Ilittle pleased
with their long 'slege behind guarded
doors. Many looked ill and worn. All
were unkémpt, and it was apparent
that little good feeling existed among
them. None appeared elated over the
record they had set in the courts of
Illinois, having been out the longest of
any jury in the history of criminal pro-
ceedings in the state.

States Attorney Wayman said he would
ask for a re-trial at once.

“The state is ready and willing that a
new trial start this afternoon,” said Way-
man. *“I will insist upon an éarly trial.”

When Judge McSurely called the jury
in to-day he asked if there was any
chance for an agreement.

PAGIFIC CABLE
NEEDS LAND LINE

MANAGER IN CANADA TO
MAKE ARRANGEMENTS

Business Grown So Enormously as
to Render Link Across Do-
minion Necessary

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

The Pacific Cable is being used in
an evér-increasing degree within the
past three years, and is now fulfilling
the service between the chief portions
of the empire that® was hoped for at
1.ts ‘inception.

So great is the volume of business
now offering between Australia - and
the old land that an independent land
line across Canada has become an im-
perative’necessity. Hitherto the cable
company has had to transfer messages
‘to the C. P. R. Telegraph Company for
transmigsion over the continent,/but
it is felt that this arrangement will not
meet the present and future needs of
the gervice.

John Milward, Australian manager of
the Pacific. Cable, arrived on the
Marama and goes through to Montreal,
where he will meet A. S. Baxendale,
London, ¢hairman of thé Pacific Cable
Board, and together they will discuss
with the. officials of the C. P. R. Tele-
graph. Company the leasing of a wire
from YVancouver to Montredl. - Later
Mr. Milward and Mr. Baxendale will
come to the coast and inspect the B. C.
terminal station at Banfield.

Speaking to a Times representative
this morning Mr. Milward stated that
the business of the Pacific Cable has
grown enormously of late and is bound
te increagé to a remarkable degree.
This has made it necessary that the
board secure a land link which will
be 'under its control ‘at all times. The
securing of this will also give a great
impetus to the Imperial press service.

As .an instance of the efficiéncy of
the  Pacific Cable Mr. Milward men-
tioned that at the time of the King's
death the London office flled a press
story with the Commercial Cable and
Eagtern Exténsion and also with the
Pacific Cable. The Pacifi¢ Cable beat
its rivals by several hours in the de-
livery of the message in Australia.

Four bodiés have already been
recovered and it is believed several
more persons were Kkilled.

Thirty houses, many barns, and sev-
eral railway bridges weére wrecked by
the flood waters along Middle creek.
At Beaversville stores were destroyed.
The bhodies already recovered were
taken from wrecked dwellings.

Middle Creek is, crowded .with float-
ing debris and it is reported from
Paintersville that the body of a woman
was seen floating in the stream. Word
was sent to down-stream towns to
keep a look-out for the body.

More Bodies Recovered.

Sayersville, Ky., June 29.—(Later.)—
Seven bodies already have been recov-
ered and fifty persons are missing as
a result of a cloudburst in Moffin,
Flood and Knott counties early to-day.

The bodies of Mr. and Mrs. Gay Hart
and their children were found late to-
day, and four bodies were previously
recovered from the ruins of wrecked
dwellings. Among the missing are the
families of William Conley and Joi~
Wireman. ’
