In a second the
gasoline tank exploded and drenched
the helpless victims, who lay strug-
gling - to free themselves from the
weight of the car, with burning oil,

One of the women was killed out-
right, every bone in her body being
broken by the heavy machine falling
on top of her. The flames, which sprang
ap tha nstant the machine hit the
ground, burned one of her legs to a
crisp before she could be extricated.
All of the occupants, except the chaut-
feur, who was thrown clear, were pin-
ned underneath and burned. When re-
moved from the wreckage nearly all the
clothing of the women was burned
from their bodies.

Within a few minutes after the ac-
cident, only the blackened smoking
ruins of the motor car and the broken
bridge rail remained to tell the story
cf the tragedy.

The noise of the crash and screams
of tnose in the car were heard by a
number of early risers in the neighbor-
t0o0od, and men and women hurried to
the scene. Some one turned in an alarm
and a company of firemen soon reach-
ed the spot and took charge of the
rescue work,
