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Clean Sweép By The Conservatives In Every Con-
stituency Save Two---John Jardine’s Remark-
ably Fine Run in Esquimalt Distriet.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

One of the most notable campaigns
in the history of Canada terminated
last night when the McBride govern-
ment practically swept British Colum-
bia, capturing every seat excepting five
or six, divided between Liberals and
Socialists.

The election of only two Liberals is
certain, namely, H. C. Brewster in Al-
berni, and- John Jardine in Esquimalt.
There is a possibility that Mark Eagle-
son, who represented the constituency
of Lillooet in the last House, may be
in the next legislature also.

The election results are curiously
similar to those attending the last gen-
eral provincial election in Alberta, ex-
cepting only that it was the Liberals
who captured almost all the seats there
and the Conservatives who elected only
one member, Premier Rutherford being
returned by a crushing majority.

Leader John Oliver went down to/de-
feat both in Delta and in Victoria,
while Premier McBride was elected in
both Yale and Victoria.

Charles Mugro met defeat in Chilli-
wack, and Stuart Henderson in Yale.
Messrs. Yorston and Jones, who repre-
sented Cariboo in the Liberal interests
last term, both seem to have gone
down, as did Dr. Kergin in Skeena. All
the ministers were returned. Victoria
and Vancouver returned a solid ticket
in support of the government. The
Socialists held Nanaimo and Lady-
smith, but Mr. McInnis, their colleague
of last session, was defeated in Grand
Forks by E. Miller, the Conservative.
A Socialist may be returned in Comox,
however, in which event the Socialists
will number as many in the next House
as in the last.

The return of the government was
anticipated, but even its friends scarce-

ly hoped for such a ‘“grand slam” as
the returns indicated. Perhaps the
man who best understood the desper-
ate fight which the Liberal party had
on its hands was its leader, John Oli-
ve¥. With a full knowledge  of_ the
hoplessness of the fight, suddenly thrust
upon him within a few days of his as-
sumption of the leadership, Mr. Oliver
threw himself whole heartedly into the
fight, not sparing himself physically in
order to cover as much of the province
as he could, and to assist his candi-
dates to capture their seats. There
was only one candidate of whose fate
he seemed careless and that man was
himself. He gave practically no time
to either Delta or Victoria, in both of
whiech he was a candidate, fighting like
the honest soldier he is for a cause.
and not for his own safefy. Many a
strong Conservative to-day has ex-
pressed the hope that some way will be
found of seating the Liberal leader in
the next House, for without him the
province lacks its great safeguard
against spoliation and corruption.

In a general way the return of the
government by such-a large majority
arose from two-or three causes. The
first of these, taking precedence even
of the premier’s railway policy, was
the superb organization of the Conser-
vative party throughout the province,
the ‘work largely of the éx-commission-
er of lands and works, R. F. Green.
The consummate machinery he has per-
fected has excited the admiration of
even those who strongly differ with his
methods, and think their influence on
the electorate to be pernicious. The
raw material has always lain ready to
hand. In a province like British Co-
lambia where thére are so few munici-
palitfes, and where there is so much
direct patronage, the weapons in the
hands of a government which will not
scruple to use them are tremendous.
The licensing system, the police sys-
tem, the road bosses, the government
agents—all this army eof officials paid
by the taxpayers, constitutes a stand-
ing committee for three hundred . and
sixty-five days in the year, to
strengthen the government’s defences.
In the fight Messrs. Manson, Wright
4fid Cawley all dropped government
jobs to run in the McBride interggts.
The ministerial itinerant sysf®m,
whereby one or more members of the
cabinet are travelling through the
country constantly on ‘‘departmental”
business, also is a great aid in the same
connction.

Over against this the Liberals had
an organization so weak as to be de-
seribed only as haphazard. That in
Victoria was hurriedly completed and
did excellent work, but there was no
time to "handle the campaign as it
should have been handled. In Esqui-
malt, thanks largely to the fine work
of J. C. Macintosh, John Jardine had
a stone wall organization against
which the government candidate threw
himself in vain. In Alberni the per-
sonal popularity and splendid record of
H. C. Brewster triumphed over every
other condideration. But there was no
connected work, little literature, angd
worst of all no time to have the issues
properly ventilated.,

strong accordance with his well known
dictim, “the thing is when you get in
to stay in.”

The defeat of men like Messrs, Oli-
ver and Munro, who have done so much
to protect the interests of the people,
and the triumph of others who vir-
tually hold office because of the work
of the men mentioned, is a cynical
commentary on the prizes of politics
and of the rare luck in which some
men play.

Usually after a campaign there are
ugly charges of crookedness, and yes-
terday was unusually fruitful in these.
There is little profit, perhaps, in ad-
verting to these matters, but it would
be extraordinary if a party with the
machinery in the form of a perfect or-
ganization, and with a large campaign
fund, such as the Conservatives un-
doubtedly had ,would not use them to
the limit. '

The situation created by the practical
wiping out of the opposition is one
which has created a great deal of un-
easiness even to those who accorded
the government their support. It is re-
cognized that it now lies in the power
of the governmiegt to make any kind
of a contract with Mackenzie & Mann
that it likes, the forces of criticism or
of opposition in the legislature being
practically eliminated. In fact it is a
victory which has overshot itself.

NICARAGUAN PRESIDENT
IS HEMMED IN. CAPITAL

Provisions “Are Scarce and
State of Anarchy Pre-
vails in City.

New Orleans, La., Nov. 26.—There is
much rejoicing among revolutionary
forces in Nicaragua, according to pas-
sengers arriving yesterday on the
steamer Marietta direct from Blue-
fields. Followers of General Estrada
are elated over what they claim has
thus far proved a successful advance
against the government of Zelaya and
are sanguine, predicting the fall of
Managua in a short time,

This hopefulnéss has been strength-
ened by the attitude of the United
States threatening a demand on Zalaya
for reparation for the death of the two
Americans, Groce and Cannon.

The revolutionists have received a
formidable supply of arms and ammu-
nition from the United States.

Ready to Strike.

Colon, Canal Zone, Nov. 26.—News of
a decisive battle between the forces of
President Zelaya and General Sanez
marking the success or defeat of the
Nicaraguan revolution is expected mo-
mentarily.

The revolutionary army has closed in
upon the city, and, word received here
indicates that Sanez is ready to strike
his hardest blow.

If the insurgents capture the capital
they believe that the TUnited Stafes
gevernment at Washington will imme-
diately recognize officially the provis-
ional government established by Es-
trada.

The revolutionists are said to have
gattling guns, manned by Americans,
and hope to score a complete victory
over the Zelaya troops. .

Bluefields, Nicaragua, Nov. 26.—Ad-
vices from the interior to-day say that
President Zelaya and his 2,500 men
garrisoned at Managua will be forced
to surrender or give battle very soon
by the investing army under General
Sanez, which numbers five thousand.

Managua is without provisions and
a state of anarchy prevails within the
city.

President Zelaya has been shut up in
the capital for eleven days.

The presidential palace has been sur-
rounded by a picked guard and prac-
tically has been turned into a fortress.

Martial law is all that has prevent-
ed an outbreak on the part of the citi-
zens, it is stated. Hundreds of per-

The jails are overflow-
ing.

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FIVE DEAD AND
_* TEN INJURED

AUTO AND TROLLEY
CARS IN COLLISION

It is Feared Woman and Child
Will Not Re-
cover.

Los Angeles, Cal., Nov. 26.—In a col-
lision between an automobile and a
trolley car on the Los Angeles and
Santa Ana line at Latin station, six
miles from tlie city, last night, five per-
sons were killed and two others are
thought to be dying to-day.

The dead are: Nicholas Jacobs, real
estate dealer of Los Angeles; two
daughters and two sons of Jacobs.

Mrs. Jacobs and her two-méaths-old
baby are suffering from concussion of
the brain and other injuries and have
slight chances for recovery. Two other
sons of Jacobs, Peter and John, and
Miss Josephine Solon escaped with
slight injuries by jumping.

‘While a car, in which the injured and
the bodies of those who were killed,
had been placed, was proceeding to
the city from the scene of the accident
it collided with a car on the Central
avenue line, in Los Angeles, and eight
more persons were injured, some of
them seriously. These are: J. Fletcher
and Mrs. Fletcher, E, Gillette, Mrs,_P.
J. Schenck, M. L. Parkhurst, John
Ferrell, Willlam O. Spring and —-Mrs.
Spring. Two children of Mr. and Mrs.
Spring atdo were slightly injured.

The first accident occurred at a
crossing when the automobile in which
the Jacobs family were returning to
the city after spending Thanksgiving
day with friends at Watts, was driven
upon the track directly in front of the
swiftly moving Sapta Ana car. The
automobile was hurled forty feet by the
big passenger coach.

Jacobs and his four children, An-
thony, aged 6; Clement, 4; Kate, 18;
Mamie, 16 years old, were dead when
the horrified passengers on the car
reached them,

Mrs. Jacobs, who held the babe in
her arms, was'.thrown probably fifty
feet.

Miss Josephine Solon, who 'leaped
from the automobile just as it was
struck by the car, was taken to a hos-
pital suffering from internal injuries
and a broken wrist. She may not re-
cover.

It was at the same crossing where
the automobile accident occurred last
night’ that five persons were killed in
a similar mishap one year ago.

Victoria city, in common with a
majority of the constituencies through-
out the province, once again swallowed
the bait of a railway policy and re-
turned a solid ticket in favor of Con-
servative government. The result in
this city was distinctly disappointing
to the Liberals, who, while they had
no hopes whatever of carrying the
country, belieyed that -Premier Mec-
Bride would suffer a reverse in this
city: The “machine” worked too well
to allow of that, however, and the
“Big Four’’—Hon. Richard McBride, H.
W. F. Behnsen, Frederick Davey and
H. B. Thomson—will once again rep-
resent Victoria in the Legislature,

Regret at the defeat of John Oliver,
the leader of the Liberals, is not con-
fined to members of his party. Many
Conservatives, now that the contest is
over, think that his presence in the
Legislature would have exerted a salu-
tary influence. Liberals in Victoria do
net disguise their r?ret nor their sur-
prise ‘at his defefit. That one who
stood so high in the estéemwof Whe
electorate ‘of this- constituency should
have met defeat suggests that the vote
which was (polled in this constituency
yvesterday was not entirely an untram-
meled one. A. J. Morley, the indepen-
dent Liberal candidate, developed 2a
strength in excess of the others on the
Liberal ticket which surprised even his
supporters.

An Exciting Day.

The election proved one of the most
interesting in the history of Victoria.
There was very little excitement, but
the supporters of both parties were
exceptionally active, with the result
that all day long the scenes in front
of the polling booths at the Victoria
Transfer Company’s stables were of
the most animated character. Weather
conditions were somewhat unfavorable
to a heavy vote being polled, but as
a result of hard work by both Liberal
and Conservative organizations a very
large percentage ot the total number
of electors on the list were induced to
cast their ballots. ‘

The Liberals had their committee
rooms in a building on Fort street, just
opposite Copas & Young’s, while the
Conservatives had quarters on Brough-
ton street, at the rear of Weiler Bros.’
factory. The = Liberal organization,
while small,, was very efficient, but it
could not be compared for a moment
to the elaborate “machlne'} which had
been framed up by the Conservatives.
The latter had engaged most of the
hacks and automobiles in the city and
had a big staff of hired agents con-
stantly at work. The efficiency of these
methods was demonstrated when the
ballots came to be counted. i

The Polling Booth.

That serious complications did not
eventuate at the polling booths is due
more to luck than good management,
for the arran@ements for the record-
ing of the vote were inh no sense satis-
factory. There were officials and at-
tendants in abundance, but the quar-
ters were cramped to such an extent
ithat at times it appeared that the
most hopeless confusion would ensue.
On another occasion it is to be hoped
that more space will be arranged for.
C. 8. Baxter and his deputies, how-
ever, were unceasing in their efforts
to conduct the proceedings in an or-
derly and regular fashion, and they
are deserving of credit for the success
which they achieved under conditions
which were most discouraging. A
large force of special constables was
on duty and the best of order was kept
during the entire day.

Crowds surrounded the polling booths
from the time the polls opened until
they closed, and while there were many
heated discussions by little knots of
electors here and there, the best of
good feeling generally prevailed, and
there was no incidents of an ‘unpleas-
ant character.

Counting the Ballots,

‘When the polls were declared closed
promptly at 7 o'clock by the returning
officer a considerable delay ensued be-
fore the work of counting the votes
could be undertaken. It took a long
time to clear the premises of persons
who had no legal right to be there,
and some considerable number of peo-
ple cast their ballots after the doors
i had been shut, as under the act they
had a perfect right to do this notwith-
standing that it was-past 7 o'clock.

It was 7:30 before the deputy return-
ing officers commenced to empty their
boxes and see that the proper num-
ber of ballots was enclosed. This pro-
"cess occupied half an hour and it was

Big Crowds Interested.

Great crowds assembled on Broad
street in front of the newspaper offices
shortly after the polls were closed,
and there they remained until nearly
11 o’clock. At times the congestion
was so great on the street that al] traf-
fic was suspended and it was, indeed,
almost impossible for one to make one's
way to the entrance to the newspa
offices. The crowds were in exce
humoeor, but it was remarked that th
was a lack of that boisterous enthuys-
iasm which might have heen expected
under the -circumstahces) considering
the crushing nature of the defeat
which had been administered to the
Liberals.

The  Times, owing to its splendid
specjal facilities which had been ar«
ranged for, was enabled to give bul-
letins of results from many of the
smaller constituencies before 8§ o'clock.
A stereoptican was utilized, throwing
the figures on a large screen which had
been placed on the face of the Driard
building opposite the Times office. The
c®owds soon become seized of the fact
that the Conservatives had won a
triumphant victory. But the lack of
enthusiasm among the government
supporters was in strange contrast with
their supposed strength as developed
at the polls. On the contrary, the Lib-
erals, although they had few opportun-
ities to cheer, did so lustily whenever
the opportunity offered.

Torchlight Procession.

Enthusiastic supporters of the victor-
ious Conservatives speedily arranged
for a torchlight procession. Two bands
were commissioned—a brass band and
the Pipers—and a crowd of small boys
carried a number of flaring torches.
Gathering at the Conservative commit-
tee rooms on Broughton street, the pre-
mier and the other Conservative mem-
bers-elect for the city, proceeded in an
auto at the head of a long procession,
The route of march was along Douglas
and via. Yates to Broad, the premier
bowing his acknowledgements of thg
cheering which greeted him.

Conservative Love Feast.

The proceéssion, reforming, fraversed
the block .and halted at the Victoria
theatre on View street. The theatre
was soon filled and the premier’s ap-

pearance on the platform, accompanied

by the other members of the Conserva-
tive ticket and a £roup of his proms-
inent supporters, was the signal for a
scene of enthusiasm. Hon. Mr. Mc-
Bride proceeded first to thank his sup-
porters for the splendid service they
had rendered the.party and the press
of the city which had supported his
government. He declared that he would
carry out to the letter evepything thaf
he had promised the people of Victoria
during his campaign addresses.

Short speechés were also made by
the other members-elect, and R. F.
Green, Wm. Blakemore and G. H. Bar-
nard, M.-P. Mr. Thomson _declared
that the government was determined
to make Victoria one of the leading
citiea on the Pacific coast. Mr., Green
gave credit for the great victory to
E. B. Leeson and W. H. Price. The
latter was loudly called for and made
a suitable response.

Liberals Have Meeting.

The Liberals held an impromptu
meeting at the committee rooms when
the results of .the elections becamse
known, and despite the fact that their
party had sustained a crushing defeat
in every constituency in the province,
sa.ve.two, there were large numbers §
the “committee rooms when W. E.
Liaird, the chairman of the campaign
commdittee, mounted a table and made
a  few remarks. Mr, Laird said that
while of course all regretted that the
battle had gone as it had, they had the
satisfaction of knowing they had put
up a spirited fight in Vietoria. Thev
were working under a great handicap,
and they had had ranged against them
one of the most proficient campalgn
organizations to be found in the whole
Dominion. The Liberals were defeated
but not conquered.

R. L. Drury was loudly cheered when
he rose to make a few remarks. He

thanked all those who had worked sq.

hard in his interests. He had not
sought to be a candidate, but having
entered the arena he had put up &°
best fight possible, and had no regrets
at his decision to stand for the interests
of the people, notwithstanding that h»
was defeated. He woyld, if necessar)
run again in the interests of good gov-
ernment. He had, he must confess
grave misgivings about the future
