Below will be found a list of the differs
ent salmon canneries operating oumw the
Fraser river, together with an appoximate
estimate of the result of their' individual
‘efforts this year. It is well pigh impos-
sible to get a perfectly accurate list, as
many canners are extremely reticent om
the subject, some seeming desirous to
minimize ‘the figures, while iothers have
shown a disposition to exaggerate. Consid-
erable care has been exercised in obtaining
the following figures, and it may be, there-
fore, assumed that they are approximately
correct. \

It will be seen that the total pack of
the city canneries. is 85,000 cases, those on
the North Arm are credited with 130,000,
and the main river and Canoe Pass with
625,000; The grand 'total of 840,000~ cases
répresents the sockeye harvest for 1897,
which thus eclipses, by a large majority,
that of any preylous year.
