made against the Bulgarian armies on the 
score of inhumanity. A statement from 
SL Petersburg, referring to the report of 
the chairman of this commission, says :

Hla report just published Is an appalling 
document, revolting to every decent mind 
and reveals depths of vlllany almost in­
conceivable. Prisoners were allowed to 
starve by thousands. Hundreds of pris­
oners were shut in barbed wire enclosures 
and shot down and others were drowned 
In batches. In Mariza the places of wor­
ship were horribly profaned and women 
were Indescribably maltreated. These 
things have been proved by unimpeach­
able evidence and are certified to by 
nations friendly to Bulgaria. On the 
other hand, the report extols the conduct 
of the Turks as conforming with oivillxed 
usage, and we are Informed that upon 
their re-entry into Adrlanople the Turks 
were received with open arms by people of 
all nationalities. In face of these 
shocking disclosures, which rival the 
worst excesses of the Indian Mutiny, 
European conscience revolts against using 
force to restore Adrlanople to Bulgaria 
far more that It would revolt against the 
proposal to wipe Bulgaria off the face of 
the map. If Turkey, therefore, only playa 
her carda well she will emerge from the 
war with comparatively email loes. If not, 
there will be trouble; for even if Russia 
forces her to evacuate Adrlanople public 
conscience will prevent Bulgaria having 
1L

That state has forfeited all claim to 
sympathy or consideration by the super- 
human depravity of Ua proceedings dar­
ing the recent war. A Russian office r has 
been commissioned by his government to 
report on the charges of cruelty against 
Bulgarian troope.

This is a severe arraignment indeed; and 
R seems hard to believe that soldiere so 
brave In battle as the Bulgarians could 
commit such unspeakable atrocities on 
defenceless men, women and children. 
Bulgaria should cease calling herself 
Christian, for the title Is but a ghastly 
mockery under the circumstances.
